FLOCKS of migratory birds such 
as Golden-swan, Teal, Eurasian 
coot, Moorhen, Mae Nyo, and 
Eurasian curlew have come to 
the villages and lakes in Meiktila 
Township, Mandalay Region, to 
spend the winter starting from 
late January.

Among the migratory birds 
that winter near the Lake Meik-
tila every year, the rare species 
such as black-winged stilts also 
include and these wintering birds 
usually come to the site from ear-

ACCORDING to the Yangon Re-
gion Chamber of Commerce and 
Industry (Bayintnaung commod-
ity depot), the black bean price 
plunged in the domestic market.

“The black bean price is 
keeping its downward trend be-
cause India, the primary buyer 
of Myanmar pluses, controls its 
bean purchasing volume with 
their quota system. India’s pur-
chasing system is based on the 
quota system. The price of beans 
has increased while the bean 
is highly demanded when India 
sets up the quota and issues the 
bean companies’ licences. After-
wards, the price of beans will 
plunge while the quota is almost 
completed. The demand has also 
declined,” said U Min Ko Oo 
Secretary of Myanmar Pulses, 
Beans and Sesame Seeds Mer-
chants Association (MPBSSMA).

On 1 October, the Ministry of 
Commerce and Industry of India 
issued a notification to purchase

instead, and the import deadline 
is March 2021. The licence will 
be equally granted for India’s 
companies.

Although the black bean’s 
price hit a high of K1,152,500 

per tonne at the end of October 
2020 because there was a de-
mand from India, the price fell 
to about K923,000 per tonne on 
3 February.

Besides, Myanmar has al-

ready exported nearly 100,000 
tonnes of black beans. The re-
maining 50,000 tonnes of beans 
will continuously be exported, 
according to MPBSSMA.

The newly-harvested black 

bean started to enter the mar-
ket. The black bean plantations 
yielded around 400,000 tonnes 
annually, and the bean is main-
ly exported to India. Similarly, 
about 50,000 tonnes of pigeon 
peas are produced yearly and 
exported them.

Myanmar has also produced 
about 50,000 tonnes of pigeon 
peas yearly and exported them 
chiefly to India.

Since 2017, India has been 
setting import quota on beans, 
including black beans and pigeon 
peas. Myanmar has to export 
black beans and pigeon peas 
under a quota system and limit 
period. Consequently, accord-
ing to market observers, there 
is no guarantee that we could 
get the prevailing market price 
next year.

Following no assurance of 
black beans and pigeon peas 
in the markets, the association 
suggested on the end-October 
that the local farmers grow the 
black-eyed beans more.

THE Department of Animal and 
Plant Quarantine of the General 
Administration of Customs of 
the People’s Republic of China 
(GACC) informed Myanmar em-
bassy in Beijing to recheck My-
anmar’s fish products exported 
to China as they contain the con-
centration of heavy metals such 
as high level of cadmium. 

High level of cadmium 
is spotted in Chinese urine 
shrimps which two Myanmar 
companies export. For exports, 

the food safety management 
system is required to check and 
control food safety hazards at 
fishery products. The legally 
registered two companies sent 
Chinese urine shrimps to China. 
However, the concentration of 
heavy metal exceeded 0.5 mg/
kg criteria set by China. As a 
result of this, China notified My-
anmar that they would recheck 
and strictly conduct food safety 
inspection at the ports. They 
called for a review on supply 
chain including catching, pack-
ing and exports concerning the 

inferior quality shrimps, and 
better food safety management 
plans on fishery products in-
cluding Chinese urine shrimps. 

Food and Agriculture Or-
ganization (FAO) and the World 
Health Organization (WHO) is-
sued guidelines to ensure food 
safety during the COVID-19 
pandemic in April 2020. 

The permitted companies 
are advised to carry out food 
safety plans, follow the WHO 
and FAO guidelines, formulate 
the safety management system, 
and suspend the exports if any 

suspicious foodborne virus or 
virus infection risk are found in 
the products. They can resume 
the exports once the products 
meet food safety criteria set by 
the GACC.

China is the second-larg-
est buyer of Myanmar’s fishery 
products, accounting for US$254 
million out of overall fishery ex-
port value of $850 million in the 
financial year 2019-2020. 

The federation expects to 
reach fishery export target of 
US$1 billion in the current FY 
2020-2021. Nevertheless, the 

fishery exports touched a low 
of $297.036 million between 1 Oc-
tober 2020 and 22 January 2021, 
which plunged from $319.659 
million registered a year-ago 
period. The figures reflected a 
decrease of $22.623 million over 
the Q1 of the current FY com-
pared with the last FY2019-2020, 
the Ministry of Commerce’s 
data showed. 

Myanmar’s fishery prod-
ucts are shipped to 45 foreign 
countries, and Thailand is the 
leading buyer.

UN Environment Programme Adaptation Gap 
report has called on governments across the 
world to significantly scale up climate adapta-

tion measures to be able to avoid major economic damage from 
global warming. 

Nations must put half of all global climate financing towards 
adaptation in the next year in order to avoid the worst impact of 
climate change, according to the report published on Thursday. 
In 2020, the hottest year on record, on par with 2016, the world ex-
perienced record-breaking hurricanes and wildfires that continue 
to intensify as temperatures rise.

Such a commitment 
would include investing in 
nature-based solutions to 
mitigate climate change, such 
as practices like replanting 
trees on degraded land, se-
questering more carbon in soil 
through agricultural practices 
and protecting forests through 
changing logging practices.

Nearly 75% of nations 
have adopted some form of 
climate adaption. But major 
gaps remain in financing for 
developing countries, which 
are most vulnerable to ris-
ing temperatures, as well as 
projects that have notably re-
duced climate risk, the report 
said.

The UN estimated that 
yearly climate adaption costs 
could reach between $140 
billion and $300 billion by the 
end of the decade and between 
$280 billion and $500 billion by 
2050, and concluded that global 
action is lagging far behind.

And while climate adap-
tion projects are on the rise, 
the ongoing surge in global 
carbon emissions is putting 
those projects in jeopardy.

	 Under the Paris Cli-
mate Agreement, the global 
pact forged five years ago 

among nearly 200 nations, governments are attempting to keep 
global warming well below 2 degrees Celsius, or 3.6 degrees Fahr-
enheit, compared with preindustrial levels.

The world is still on track for temperatures to rise over 3 de-
grees Celsius, or 5.4 degrees Fahrenheit, this century.

The report said that achieving the 2 degrees Celsius target 
could limit economic loss in annual growth of up to 1.6%, compared 
with 2.2% for warming of 3 degrees Celsius and urged nations to 
update their targets under the Paris accord to include new net-zero 
carbon goals.

The report also called for governments prioritize climate 
change in their Covid-19 economic recovery plans, including a shift 
away from fossil fuels and toward investing in green technologies 
and restoring ecosystems.

Israel data shows Pfizer jab stops illness, effect on transmissions unclear

INITIAL data from Israel's coro-
navirus vaccination campaign 

shows the Pfizer/BioNTech jab 
protects against serious illness, 
but it is not yet clear whether 
it slows transmissions or spells 
progress toward achieving herd 
immunity, experts say.

The Jewish state is carrying 
out what is widely described as 
the world's fastest vaccination 
campaign per capita, watched 
closely by experts worldwide.

While many countries are 
struggling with vaccine supply, 
Israel has made remarkable pro-
gress since launching inocula-
tions in December.

So far, Israel has given the 
first of the two recommended 
Pfizer jabs to roughly 35 per cent 
of its nine-million population.

About 1.8 million have also 
received the second jab, mostly 
those over 60.

Israel secured its substan-
tial stock by paying above market 
price and by striking a data shar-
ing agreement with Pfizer.

The deal stipulates that Is-
rael, which has one of the world's 
most sophisticated medical data 

systems, will share real-time 
information with Pfizer on the 
vaccine's impact, including on 
progress towards achieving herd 
immunity.
 Direct vs indirect protection 

Ran Balicer, chairman of Is-
rael's national expert panel on 
Covid-19, told AFP it was crucial 
to distinguish between the vac-
cine's two impacts.

The first is "the direct effect", 
of vaccinated people becoming 
"protected against symptomatic 
illness and severe disease", he 
said.

The second, "indirect effect" 
refers to the vaccine providing 
enough immunity to enough peo-
ple that it forms an "epidemiologi-
cal barrier" against transmission, 
he said.

Balicer, also the chief inno-
vation officer at Clalit, Israel's 
largest health maintenance or-
ganization (HMO), said the data 
shows the vaccine reduces seri-
ous illness, but the transmission 
question remained open.

Gabi Barbash, a prominent 
public health expert currently 
with the Weizmann Institute of 

COVID-19 has caused “wide-
spread upheaval” for the 

whole fishing and aquaculture 
industry around the world, the 
UN deputy agriculture chief 
said on Tuesday, launching a 
new report that assesses the 
toll the pandemic has taken on 
the sector. 

“Production has been dis-
rupted, supply chains have 
been interrupted and consumer 
spending restricted by various 
lockdowns”, said Maria Helena 
Semedo, Deputy Director-Gen-
eral of the Food and Agriculture 
Organization (FAO). 

And as containment re-
straints continue to affect sup-
ply and demand, further inter-
ference may impact the sector 
throughout the year, according 
to FAO’s The impact of COV-
ID-19 on fisheries and aquacul-
ture food systems report. 
The brunt of lockdown  

While containment re-
strictions are expected to have 
pushed fish supply, consumption 

and trade revenues for 2020 into 
decline, the report noted that 
global aquaculture production – 
the cultivation of all organisms 
including plants, and other salt-
water or freshwater organisms 
- may also have recorded its first 
drop in years. 

“Containment measures 
have provoked far-reaching 
changes, many of which are like-
ly to persist in the long term”, 
said Ms Semedo. 

The report stressed every 
stage of the fisheries and aqua-
culture supply chain is suscepti-
ble to being disrupted or stopped 
by these restrictions. 

The Fish Price Index is 
down for most traded species 
and restaurant and hotel clo-
sures in many countries have 
prompted falling demand for 
fresh fish.  

“The impact has been sig-
nificant in developing countries, 
especially those with large infor-
mal sectors, where small-scale 
and artisanal workers and com-

munities depend on fisheries for 
their food security, livelihoods,” 
the deputy FAO chief said.  

“They have borne the brunt 
of restrictions.” 

The FAO report indicated 
that unsold aquaculture prod-
ucts would increase live fish 
stocks, creating higher costs 
for feeding and more fish mor-

talities.  
Frozen over fresh 

And COVID19-related re-
strictions on crews along with 
market conditions have reduced 
fishing, leaving a slight decline 
in global wild catches last year. 

The coronavirus has also 
caused consumer preferences to 
shift as households stock up on 

non-perishable foods, replacing 
the demand for fresh fish with 
a preference for packaged and 
frozen products. 

Meanwhile, before the pan-
demic, the sector was trending 
upwards, with fish consumption 
growing significantly over the 
last decade to an average of 
more than 20 kilos per person. 

Moving forward 
While FAO pressed for dis-

ruptive border restriction meas-
ures on food production to be 
minimized for food security, the 
report called for sectoral and 
regional organizations to man-
age fisheries and aquaculture 
together during the pandemic. 

COVID-19’s impact on wom-
en – already vulnerable as food 
producers, processors and ven-
dors – should also be considered 
when government’s decide on 
support levels.  

Amidst so much uncertainty, 
FAO reminded that the 34th ses-
sion of the Committee on Fisher-
ies (COFI 34), taking place this 
week, is celebrating the 25th An-
niversary of the Code of Conduct 
for Responsible Fisheries – the 
landmark instrument endorsed 
by FAO member States that has 
been guiding efforts towards 
sustainable fisheries and aqua-
culture around the world.

In November, Pfizer an-
nounced its Phase III trial showed

trial process, which has increased 
the importance of Israel's more 
comprehensive data.

Israel's Maccabi Institute of 
Innovation and Research, linked 
to an HMO of the same name, 
published a paper this week that it 
described as "the first and largest 
Phase IV study on the effective-
ness of the (Pfizer) vaccine".

Clalit and Maccabi are two of 

Israel's four HMOs, which collec-
tively provide healthcare to the 
entire population.

The HMOs are directly re-
sponsible for vaccinations and 
collecting data on their impact.

Maccabi compared the inci-
dence of Covid-19 in the 12 days 
after an individual received their 
first Pfizer shot against incidence 
13 to 24 days after the jab.

This data showed a 51 per 
cent reduction in the incidence 
of lab confirmed infection in the 
latter period.

"Two weeks after the first 
dose you see a significant reduc-
tion in infection but it is not com-
plete," Gabriel Chodick, co-author 
of the Maccabi report, told AFP.

Israel is also only testing 
those who present coronavirus 
symptoms, not a randomised 
sample of the entire vaccinated 
population.

It therefore does not have 
comprehensive data on the num-
ber of vaccinated people who are 
carrying the virus without symp-
toms.
Two jabs 

Pfizer recommends its prod-

uct be administered in two doses, 
spaced three weeks apart.

Because Israel is well-
stocked, it is giving the second 
jab in line with Pfizer's recom-
mendations, meaning it does not 
have data on whether the pro-
tective effect from just one jab 
would increase after 24 days, in 
the absence of a second jab.

Maccabi has also released 
preliminary data on the second 
jab's impact.

It showed that out of 248,000 
people studied one week after 
receiving their second injection, 
only 66 mild coronavirus infec-
tions were registered.

While those figures point 
towards near total protection, 
Maccabi has stressed this data 
has not been subjected to a full 
scientific analysis.

During the vaccination cam-
paign, Israel has continued to reg-
ister daily caseloads above 5,000, 
despite a nationwide lockdown in 
place since December 27.

THAILAND mangoes are en-
tering Pakokku market in bulk 
in Pakokku Town, Magway Re-
gion, said U Tin Ko, the owner 
of Mya Nilar sour mango depot.

“Thailand mangoes are 
entering the market the whole 
year. Now, they are abundantly 
entering the market. The Thai-
land mango price has slightly 
dropped after Myanmar mango 
tree has blossomed. One bag 
of mango containing six visses 
costs K6,000. However, one man-
go bag fetched K8,000 in sum-
mer. The mango is julienned, 
and it is sold back at K1,700 per 
viss. The mango juliennes need 
to be mixed only with salt,” Daw 
Kay Thi explained. During the 

WITH the export of Myanmar 
sugar, the domestic sugar price 
has risen on account of the 
shortage of sugar stockpile in 
the country, according to My-
anmar Sugar & Cane Related 
Products Association.

The sugar prices have ris-
en to around K970 per viss in 
mid-January, from below K900 
in early December because 
some of the sugar consuming 
enterprises and domestic res-
taurants resumed their opera-
tion. There is also a shortage of 
sugar stockpile in the country.

“Sugar is exported to China 
in the form of liquid. The coun-

try exports sugar to Viet Nam 
also via sea route. Now, some 
of the enterprises have started 
operating, and the country has 
less stockpile. Consequently, 
the sugar price has climbed this 
time. The global surge price has 
gone up this year,” said an offi-
cial from its association.

Now, Myanmar exports the 
syrups to China via Muse bor-
der trade. The country has also 
shipped 30,000 tonnes of sugar 
to Viet Nam via sea route from 
last December 2020.

In the 2019-2020 financial 
year, the country permitted 11 
types of enterprises to import 

the sugar. Then, some 57,665 
tonnes of refined sugar have 
been imported. Besides, the 
country could re-export 177,042 
tonnes of sugar, according to the 
official statistics of the Depart-
ment of Trade, the Ministry of 
Commerce.

In the 2020-2021FY, the 
sugar mill factories targeted to 
mill 4,213,300 tonnes of the sugar 
cane, according to the Agricul-
ture Department.

Sugarcane is one of the ma-
jor industrial crops cultivated in 
Myanmar. It is grown in more 
than half the world, including 
Asia and America, because of 

its health benefits. Sugarcane 
contains proteins, phosphorus, 
iron, zinc, and potassium, and 
vitamins A, B-complex, and C.

Myanmar produced about 
450,000 tonnes of sugar on 
440,000 acres of sugarcane 
plantations in 2014-2015 finan-
cial year, over 390,000 tonnes on 
390,000 acres in the 2015-2016FY, 
over 370,000 tonnes on 400,000 
acres in the 2016-2017FY, over 
500,000 tonnes on 400,000 acres 
in the 2017-2018FY, and 500,000 
tonnes on nearly 500,000 acres in 
the 2018-2019FY. —Zin Yaw Aye

NEW STUDY FINDS

CHINA plans to provide 10 mil-
lion doses of Covid-19 jabs to the 
WHO-backed international vac-
cine distribution programme Co-
vax, Beijing said Wednesday as it 
seeks to reframe perceptions of 
its role in the pandemic.

The Covax programme, 
which aims to provide two billion 
doses of vaccine, pools funding 
from richer countries with the 
intention of ensuring poorer na-
tions can inoculate their health 
workers and most vulnerable 
citizens, on the basis that the 
pandemic would remain a global 
threat if it was not tackled world-
wide.

Chinese foreign ministry 
spokesman Wang Wenbin said 
Wednesday that China “decid-
ed to provide 10 million vaccine 
doses to Covax, primarily to meet 
the urgent needs of developing 
countries”.

The foreign ministry said 

last month that three Chinese 
vaccine makers, Sinopharm, Si-
novac and CanSino, had formally 
applied for inclusion in the Covax 
stockpile.

Wang did not say on Wednes-
day if the applications had been 
approved.

Covid-19 first emerged in the 
central Chinese city of Wuhan, 
and the country has faced crit-
icism over its early handling of 
the outbreak.

Beijing has signed agree-
ments to supply millions of doses 
in what analysts have called “vac-
cine diplomacy” to earn goodwill 
among poorer countries.

Meanwhile the country has 
ramped up a domestic vaccine 
campaign ahead of the Lunar 
New Year travel rush.

But take-up has been slow-
er abroad for Chinese vaccines 
compared to jabs from Pfizer-Bi-
oNTech and Moderna, as little

Kremlin to boost Sputnik V vaccine production abroad

RUSSIA is working to increase production of its Sputnik V corona-
virus vaccine in foreign countries, the Kremlin said Wednesday, as 

many European nations strug-
gle to roll out their jabs.

“In the very near future 
there are plans to establish 
production in foreign countries, 
which will satisfy the demand 
from more and more countries,” 
Kremlin spokesman Dmitry 
Peskov told reporters.

The comments come a day 
after The Lancet medical jour-
nal published results showing 
Sputnik V -- named after the 
Soviet-era satellite -- to be safe 
and 91.6 per cent effective, allay-
ing concerns over transparency.

Russia registered the vac-
cine in August months ahead of 
Western competitors but before 

large-scale clinical trials, leav-
ing many experts wary.

Its developers later said the 
vaccine is over 90 per cent effec-
tive and Russia began inoculat-
ing its citizens with the jab in 
December. Sputnik V has been 
approved in more than 15 coun-
tries, including several ex-Sovi-
et republics but also Argentina, 
Tunisia and Pakistan.

The Russian Direct In-
vestment Fund (RDIF), which 
helped finance Sputnik V, has 
said that more than 2 million 
people have been inoculated 
with the jab around the world.

THE Oxford-AstraZeneca vac-
cine significantly reduces virus 
transmission and is highly pro-
tective after a single dose, ac-
cording to an Oxford University 
study, which the British govern-
ment said Wednesday vindicated 
its inoculation strategy.

“It does show the world that 
the Oxford jab works, it works 
well,” Health Secretary Matt 
Hancock told BBC radio, hail-
ing the study’s findings as “good 
news”.

“It slows transmission by 
around two-thirds, so it cate-
gorically supports the strategy 

that we’re undertaking,” Han-
cock said.

The study’s findings came 
amid much debate over the ef-
fectiveness of the AstraZeneca 
jab among the elderly.

Although the European 
Medicines Agency recommend-
ed it for adults of all ages last 
week, several countries have ad-
vised against administering the 
AstraZeneca jab to older people.

Germany has already said it 
will not advise over 65s to get it.

Italy’s medicines agency on 
Saturday approved the vaccine 
for all adults but recommend-

ed alternatives for people aged 
over 55.

And French President Em-
manuel Macron last week said 
the Oxford-AstraZeneca vaccine 
was “quasi-ineffective” for those 
over 65.

The UK has been under 
lockdown since December with 
schools closed and no definite 
end-date, although a review 
of the situation is expected in 
mid-February.

The country has had 3.8 mil-
lion cases and 108,013 deaths. 
The Oxford study, which is await-
ing peer review, found that those 

who had been vaccinated with a 
single dose of the vaccine were 
67 per cent less likely to test posi-
tive with a PCR test, “suggesting 
the potential for a substantial 
reduction in transmission”.

Dosing schedule 
It also provided backing for 

the UK’s strategy of administer-
ing as many first doses

of vaccine to high-risk 
groups as possible and allow-
ing a 12-week interval before 
the second dose, which has been 
criticised by some experts.

Latin America 
and Caribbean 
top 600,000 
Covid-19 deaths
MORE than 600,000 lives have 
been lost to Covid-19 in Latin 
America and the Caribbean 
since the pandemic began, 
according to an AFP tally on 
Tuesday from official sources.

The region, which encom-
passes 34 countries and ter-
ritories in South and Central 
America and the Caribbean 
plus Mexico, has recorded 
601,256 deaths -- the sec-
ond-highest number of virus 
fatalities after Europe.

Brazil and Mexico ac-
count for about half the re-
gion’s coronavirus deaths, 
which hit the grim figure of 
over 500,000 by the end of 
December and have steadily 
increased since.

Europe has recorded 
747,887 deaths, while the toll in 
the United States and Canada 
was at least 464,204, on AFP’s 
count. Many Latin American 
countries have experienced a 
deadly second wave of infec-
tions since December, after a 
few months of slower spread.

Brazil is the country with 
the world’s second-highest 
national death toll with more 
than 226,300 fatalities, and 
Mexico is number three with 
at least 159,100 deaths.

Johannesburg hotel embraces virus-free robots

es and nearly 45,000 deaths. 
The robots were developed 
back in 2019 as an integral 
part of the hotel’s design. 
Then the creation turned 
out to be serendipitous, as 
the pandemic arrived even 
before the hotel welcomed 
its first guests. No one had 
imagined the robots would 
come in handy to facilitate 
the now much-encouraged 
contact-less services, the 

hotel’s general manager 
Herman Brits told AFP.

Putting on a brave face 
in the thick of the pandem-
ic, the hotel opened last No-
vember even as the hospi-
tality industry was buckling 
under virus restrictions 
and curfews.

Hotel Sky bills itself 
as Africa’s first to employ 
droids, and underscores 
that the pandemic is ac-

celerating the drive to-
wards automation in the 
continent.

“They bring a totally 
new dimension (and) cre-
ate a nice excitement,” 
Brits said. Robots are 
finding their way into new 
roles in rich countries, but 
they are rare in developing 
countries, where labour is 
cheaper.

Tiny houses: Turkish tourism 
thinks small in Covid era
GIZEM Baburhan stepped 
into a tiny house on wheels 
she rented in the Aegean 
vineyards and saw the 
future of Turkey’s coro-
navirus-ravaged tourism 
industry.

“This minimalist 
life offered us priceless 
peace,” said Baburhan. “I 
hope in the future, we will 
own a tiny house and tour 
the world with a home on 
our backs.”

The tiny house move-
ment -- a fad that gained 
momentum in the United 
States in the wake of the 
2008 global financial crisis 
-- appears to have caught 
on in Turkey during the 
pandemic.

The unimposing 
wood and composite 
metal structures resem-
ble spruced-up sheds on 
wheels or sawn-off trailer 
homes.

Yet the Turkish firms 

that make them say they 
have barely been able to 
keep up with demand in 
the past year.

YAKO Groups chief 
executive Galip Olmez said 
he received only “sporadic 
orders” after introducing 
the concept to Turkey in 
2017.

“If we compare 2020 
with the previous year, the 
orders have increased 20 
fold,” Olmez said without 
disclosing precise num-
bers.

Architect Pelin Duste-
gor said most of her Casa 
Lokomotif tiny house com-
pany’s clients were “from 
the tourism industry look-
ing for camping concepts”.

“We had just under 
250 orders in all of 2019 
and this shot up to 4,500 a 
month in 2020,” Dustegor 
told AFP. “There has been 
tremendous interest.”

Virus pushes Santander into massive annual loss
SPANISH banking giant 
Santander reported on 
Wednesday a net loss of 
over €8.7 billion for 2020 
due to restructuring costs 
and provisions set aside 
to cope with the corona-
virus crisis. The results 
were in line with fore-
casts for a loss of around 

€8.65 billion from analysts 
polled by Factset.

In the fourth quarter 
alone, the bank achieved 
a profit of €277 million, 
well below the €526m ex-
pected by analysts.

Santander had re-
corded the first net loss 
of its history – €11.13 

billion – during the first 
wave of the coronavirus 
pandemic in the second 
quarter of last year.

The dire outlook 
for the global economy 
forced the company to 
downgrade the value of 
several of its subsidiaries, 
particularly in the United 

Kingdom.
In addition, Banco 

Santander set aside more 
than €12 billion in 2020 in 
provisions to cover the 
risk of unpaid loans due 
to the virus crisis, up 47 
per cent over the previous 
year.

“Although the crisis 

is global, our geographic 
and business diversifi-
cation have once again 
served us well and un-
derscored the strength 
of our team and mode,” 
executive chairman Ana 
Botin said in a statement.

Given the pandem-
ic, she said vaccination 

was “the most important 
economic policy for 2021. 
“We will not let down our 
guard, but I define my 
view as one of realistic 
optimism. A successful 
roll out of the vaccine will 
act as a strong catalyst 
for economic recovery.”

South Africa’s wine 
industry reels from 
alcohol bans

DRINKERS in South Af-
rica may cheer the gov-
ernment’s decision to lift 
the latest bar on alcohol 
sales, but the wine sector 
fears the move has come 
too late to save thousands 
of jobs.

The key industry has 
been badly hit by a string 
of booze bans, imposed to 
ease the number of trau-
ma cases in hospitals 
burdened by coronavirus 
patients.

The third such re-
striction, imposed on De-
cember 28 as South Africa 
struggled with a second 
Covid wave, was lifted on 
Monday.

But the announce-
ment will do little to raise 
morale.

“Wine businesses 
have not been able to earn 
any income from local 
wine sales for a total of 20 
weeks since March 2020,” 
said Rico Basson, head 
of Vin Pro, representing 
2,500 producers and other 
stakeholders in the wine 
industry.

The sector has now 
lost more than eight bil-
lion rand ($530 million / 
440 million euros) in direct 
sales, threatening the live-

lihoods of 27,000 people, he 
said in a statement.

“While we are glad 
that businesses can once 
again earn much-needed 
revenue, a long and diffi-
cult road to recovery lies 
ahead for wine-related 
businesses,” he said.

“It is even too late for 
some businesses.”

Awash with wine 
The slowdown in 

wine consumption has 
left many producers with 
a storage headache.

The country is awash 
with more than 300 million 
litres (79 million gallons) 
of surplus wine at a time 
when workers are already 
in the fields to pick the cur-
rent harvest.

Many vineyards lack 
the space for the grapes 
or the money to harvest, 
bottle and label for the 
2021 season.

“Most sellers don’t 
have lots of space capac-
ity in terms of tanks. And 
with the harvest starting 
now those tanks need to 
be ready to receive the 
2021 harvest,” said Gerard 
Holden, owner of Holden 
Manz wine.

Crisis-hit Italy turns to former European bank chief Draghi
ITALY’S president is expected 
Wednesday to ask Mario Draghi, 
the former head of the European 
Central Bank, to lead the country 
out of the devastating coronavi-
rus pandemic after the coalition 
government collapsed.

President Sergio Mattarel-
la called in Draghi after Italy’s 
ruling parties failed to agree on 
a new government following a 
split last month that forced Prime 
Minister Giuseppe Conte to re-
sign.

Draghi, an Italian economist 
credited with saving the eurozone 
at the height of the debt crisis in 
2012, is expected to try to put to-

gether a government of national 
unity to navigate the still-raging 
pandemic.

More than 89,000 people have 
died since Covid-19 swept across 
Italy one year ago, while restric-
tions and the collapse of tourism 
have plunged the economy into 
recession. Meanwhile, the gov-
ernment has only a few weeks to 
come up with a credible plan to 
spend more than 200 billion euros 
($240 billion) in European Union 
recovery funds.

‘Super Mario’ 
Conte’s centre-left coalition 

had been in power since Septem-

ber 2019 but was fatally weakened 
last month when former premier 
Matteo Renzi withdrew his Italia 
Viva party in a row over the han-
dling of the pandemic. 

Conte finally resigned last 
week, but hoped to return with 
a new government comprising 
the populist Five Star Movement 
(M5S) and the centre-left Demo-
cratic Party (DP).

Mattarella gave them until 
Tuesday to patch things up with 
Renzi, but the deadline came and 
went -- leaving the president with 
what he said were only two viable 
options.

THE European Commission on 
Wednesday unveiled a €4 bil-
lion plan to prevent, treat and 
research cancer in the EU as 
part of a bigger project for an 
integrated health policy.

Health Commissioner Stel-
la Kyriakides, launching the 
“Beating Cancer Plan” on the 
eve of World Cancer Day, said 
the goal was to ensure EU cit-
izens had the same chances of 
survival no matter which mem-
ber state they live in.

She said it is “unacceptable 
that today we have different ac-
cess to prevention programmes 
across the EU, different rates 
for early diagnosis, early detec-
tion, treatment and of course 
survival”.

The plan aims to reduce 
smoking, alcohol consumption 
and pollution over the coming 
years and to promote a healthy 
lifestyle to reduce the 40% of 
cancer cases that are prevent-
able.

It also sets a goal of vacci-

nating 90% of girls in the Euro-
pean Union against the human 
papillomaviruses that can cause 
cervical cancer.

And it will support in-
creased screening of breast, 
cervical and colorectal cancers 
and look at extending those to 
prostate, lung and gastric can-
cers.

The European Commission 
said there are 2.7 million people 
diagnosed with cancer in the 

EU, and every year around 1.3 
million die of it.

Across Europe, there are 12 
million cancer survivors, living 
with varying degrees of need.

While health is the respon-
sibility of each of the 27 member 
states making up the European 
Union, the commission has used 
the coronavirus pandemic to set 
about taking on a greater role 
in coordinating health issues.

EU stumps up €4 billion in fight against cancer

GERMAN stamps will soon be 
kitted out with individual matrix 
codes to help stop letters getting 
lost in the mail, national postal 
company Deutsche Post said 
Tuesday.

Customers will be able to 
use the codes to track when a 
letter has arrived in the local 
processing centre and when it 
has reached its destination re-
gion, Deutsche Post said.

The codes, which are similar 
to QR codes, will sit alongside the 
traditional images in what will be 

“a new generation of stamps”, 
according to the company.

“Stamps with matrix codes 
make our service even more 
reliable -- and the stamps more 
interesting,” said Tobias Meyer, 
head of the company’s German 
post and parcel division.

The first stamps featuring 
the codes will be rolled out from 
Thursday, with more to follow 
later in the year.

By 2022, they will be fea-
tured on all German stamps.

However, the codes do not 

allow for full parcel-style track-
ing and they will not tell custom-
ers whether a letter has actually 
been delivered.

DHL owner Deutsche Post 
reported record results in Jan-
uary as the pandemic fuels a 
package boom spurred by online 
shopping.

Revenues climbed five per 
cent year-on-year to 66.8 billion 
euros ($80.4 billion), buoyed by 
strong performances from the 
parcels and express units.

German stamps to get QRstyle tracking codes

Austrian rapper arrested over neo-Nazi songs: 
ministry

AUSTRIAN authorities said Tuesday they have arrested a rapper 
accused of broadcasting neo-Nazi songs, one of which was used by 
the man behind a deadly anti-Semitic attack in Germany.

“The suspect has been arrested on orders of the Vienna prose-
cutors” and transferred to prison after a search of his home, said an 
interior ministry statement.

Police seized a mixing desk, hard discs, weapons, a military flag 
from the Third Reich era and other Nazi objects during their search.

Austrian intelligence officers had been trying for months to 
unmask the rapper, who went by the pseudonym Mr Bond and had 
been posting to neo-Nazi forums since 2016.

The suspect, who comes from the southern region of Carinthia, 
has been detained for allegedly producing and broadcasting Nazi 
ideas and incitement to hatred.

“The words of his songs glorify National Socialism (Nazism) and 
are anti-Semitic, racist and xenophobic,” said the interior ministry 
statement.

One of his tracks was used as the sound track during the October 
2019 attack outside a synagogue in the eastern German city of Halle.

Donald Trump ‘singularly responsible’ for 
riot, impeachment trial brief claims

DONALD Trump was “singularly responsible” for the deadly US 
Capitol riot last month and acquitting the former president could 
damage American democracy, lawmakers leading the impeachment 
case said Tuesday, a week before his Senate trial begins.

Trump became the first US president in history to be impeached 
twice when the House of Representatives charged him last month 
with inciting the mayhem inflicted by his followers when they in-
vaded Congress on January 6. In a pre-trial brief, the House impeach-
ment managers made their case for the Senate to convict, saying 
the American people should be protected “against a president who 
provokes violence to subvert our democracy.”

Trump’s impeachment was triggered by a speech he delivered 
to a crowd on the National Mall just before the riot, telling them that 
Joe Biden had stolen the presidential election and that they needed 
to march on Congress and show “strength”.

The mob stormed the Capitol, fatally wounded one police 
officer, wrecked furniture and forced terrified lawmakers to hide, 
interrupting a ceremony to put the legal stamp on Biden’s victory.

AUSTRALIA’S conservative 
prime minister was forced to 
bring a vocal party lawmaker to 
task on Wednesday for spreading 
pandemic disinformation, after a 
string of comments that threat-
ened to undermine public safety.

Prime Minister Scott Morri-
son summoned Sydney Member 
of Parliament Craig Kelly after 
months of false claims that ques-
tioned the safety of coronavirus 
vaccines, opposed lockdowns 
and promoted unproven treat-
ments.

In a statement after the face-
to-face, Kelly said he “agreed 
to support the government’s 
vaccine rollout, which has been 
endorsed by medical experts”.

“I believe that the spread 

of misinformation can damage 
the success of our public health 
response during the pandemic,” 
he said in a statement.

Mostly Covid-free Austral-
ia has yet to begin its vaccine 
rollout.

Public opinion polls show 
around three-in-four Australi-
ans intend to get vaccinated, but 
misinformation is widespread 
on prominent media platforms.

Kelly has routinely backed 
the use of Malaria drug hy-
droxychloroquine and headlice 
medication ivermectin as Cov-
id-19 treatments and endorsed 
other unsubstantiated theories 
spreading widely in the United 
States.

Australia’s ruling conservatives reckon with conspiracist MP

US technology giant Microsoft 
offered Wednesday to fill the void 
if rival Google follows through 
on a threat to turn off its search 
engine in Australia over govern-
ment plans to make it pay for 
news content.

Microsoft president Brad 
Smith said in a statement that 
the company “fully supports” 
proposed legislation that would 
force Google and Facebook to 
compensate media for using their 
journalism. Facebook and Google 
have both threatened to block key 
services in Australia if the rules, 
now before parliament, become 
law in their current form.

But Smith said the proposal 
“reasonably attempts to address 
the bargaining power imbalance 
between digital platforms and 
Australian news businesses” and 
“represents a fundamental step 
towards a more level playing field 
and a fairer digital ecosystem 
for consumers, business, and 
society.”

Smith said Microsoft was 
ready to improve its Bing search 

engine, currently a minnow 
compared to Google’s globally 
dominant product, and welcome 
Australian business advertisers 
to the platform “with no transfer 
costs”.

Acknowledging Bing’s un-
derdog status, Smith said Mi-
crosoft would “invest further to 
ensure Bing is comparable to 
our competitors and we remind 
people that they can help, with 
every search, Bing gets better at 
finding what you are looking for”.

Smith said he and Micro-
soft CEO Satya Nadella had dis-
cussed the proposal last week 
with Australian Prime Minister 
Scott Morrison, who will see the 
offer as a big boost in his govern-
ment’s confrontation with Google 
and Facebook.

‘Final offer’ arbitration 
Under the proposed News 

Media Bargaining Code, Google 
and Facebook would be required 
to negotiate payments to individ-
ual news organizations for using 
their content on the platforms.

Microsoft offers to step in if rival Google quits Australia
If agreement cannot be 

reached on the size of the pay-
ments, the issue would go to 
so-called “final offer” arbitra-
tion where each side proposes 
a compensation amount and the 
arbiter chooses one or the other.

Australia’s biggest media 
companies, Rupert Murdoch’s 
News Corp and Nine Enter-
tainment, have said they think 
the payments should amount to 
hundreds of millions of dollars 

per year.
Google and Facebook, 

backed up by the US government 
and leading internet architects, 
have said the scheme would se-
riously undermine their business 
models and the very functioning 
of the internet. Facebook told a 
Senate inquiry into the proposed 
code that it would stop letting us-
ers post links to Australian news 
if it becomes law.

Trial over French hiker’s murder to open in Algeria
THE trial over the murder of a 
French mountaineer opens in 
Algeria this week, more than 
six years after he was beheaded 
by Islamic State group-linked 
militants during a hiking trip.

Herve Gourdel, 55, was ab-
ducted on September 21, 2014 
while hiking in Djurdjura Na-

tional Park, whose dense for-
ests, gorges and picturesque 
lakes are a draw for hikers but 
which has long been a sanctu-
ary for jihadists.

Three days after he disap-
peared, gunmen from militant 
group Jund al-Khilafa published 
a video of his execution-style 

killing.
Paris had rejected their de-

mand to halt air strikes against 
IS in Iraq and Syria.

Three months later, fol-
lowing a massive manhunt in-
volving thousands of soldiers, 
Gourdel’s body was found in a 
booby-trapped grave.

In total, 14 people face 
charges over the case.

Only one is known to be 
in custody: suspected jihadist 
Abdelmalek Hamzaoui, who is 
to appear before a court on the 
outskirts of Algiers on Thurs-
day.

Ukraine’s Zelensky 
bans three pro-
Russia TV channels
UKRAINIAN President Volo-
dymyr Zelensky has banned 
three pro-Russian television 
channels in a move the presi-
dency said was aimed to stave 
off Kremlin propaganda. 

The ban came into effect 
in the early hours of Wednes-
day after Zelensky issued a 
decree imposing sanctions 
against pro-Russian lawmaker 
Taras Kozak and eight of his 
companies, including the 
three TV stations.

The channels — 112 
Ukraina, Zik TV and NewsOne 
TV — are formally owned by 
Kozak, but are also linked to 
powerful MP Viktor Medved-
chuk, a close ally of Russian 
President Vladimir Putin.

Zelensky’s decree late 
Tuesday did not provide 
grounds for the ban, but his 
spokeswoman described the 
three television channels as 
“a propaganda tool” and said 
they receive funding “from 
Russia”.

Russian court 
jails Kremlin critic 
Navalny as over 
1,400 protesters 
detained

MORE than 1,400 protesters 
were detained by Russian 
authorities during rallies 
supporting Alexei Navalny, a 
civil monitoring group said 
Wednesday, after the Kremlin’s 
most prominent critic was 
jailed for nearly three years 
amid international condem-
nation.

The court’s decision Tues-
day to turn a 2014 suspended 
sentence into real jail time will 
see the 44-year-old anti-cor-
ruption campaigner -- who 
accuses Moscow of poisoning 
him last year -- serve a lengthy 
prison term. Britain, France, 
Germany, the United States 
and the European Union de-
nounced the ruling and called 
for his immediate release, as 
Moscow accused the West of 
interfering in its affairs.

PARIS  —  The Eiffel Tower has 
embarked on the most extensive 
revamp of its 130-year history to 
look its best for the 2024 Paris 
Olympics, including with a paint 
job giving it a distinctly golden 
hue.

Not only will layers from 
the 19 previous coats of paint 
be removed, but the Paris icon 
will also lose the signature “Eif-
fel Tower brown” it has sported 
since 1968.

It will be replaced with a 
yellow-brown composition that 
Gustave Eiffel himself wanted 
for his monument.

“It’s going to give the Eif-
fel Tower a bit more of a gold 
hue than the colour that we’re 
used to seeing, in time for the 
Olympic Games,” said Pat-
rick Branco Ruivo, the CEO 
of the company operating the  
tower.

Champions League spot may be 
beyond Everton, admits Ancelotti
LIVERPOOL  —   Everton man-
ager Carlo Ancelotti believes a 
top four finish in the Premier 
League this season may be be-
yond his team after a draw with 
Leicester City and a defeat by 
Newcastle United in their last 
two matches.

Everton, who led the table 
early in the campaign, are eighth 
with 33 points, six points behind 
fourth-placed Leicester, with two 
games in hand including Wednes-
day’s trip to Leeds United. But An-

celotti suggested that being held 
1-1 by Leicester and losing 2-0 at 
home against 16th-placed New-
castle may have hurt his team’s 
chances of qualifying for the  
Champions League.

“Now it’s beyond Everton, 
it still remains a dream for us. 
I think after the game against 
Leicester gave us an answer, the 
game against Newcastle gave 
us another answer. To fight for 
fourth, we have to improve,” An-
celotti told reporters. —AFP     

Zverev battles to 
ATP Cup win over 
Shapovalov, Italy 
reach semis

Zverev, who fell agoniz-
ingly short in the US Open 
final last year to Dominic Thi-
em, said having his brother 

Mischa as team captain had 
helped him.

“All the players enjoy 
having him as captain, he’s 
been fantastic in training as 
well. It’s just great to have 
him here,” he said.

Germany’s Jan-Lennard 
Struff upset Milos Raonic 7-6 
(7/4), 7-6 (7/2) in the opening 
match and Canada are now 
out after a second narrow loss 
for Shapovalov, who pushed 
Novak Djokovic hard in their 
Group A clash on Tuesday.

Djokovic’s defending 
champions beat Canada 2-1 
in their opener on Tuesday 
and will play Germany on 
Thursday for a place in the 
semis.—AFP
