Dear All Readers, 

December is the last of the year. It is also the month where family members gather and meet 

together. Usually, a very busy month, full of funs and festive season. For Christian, it is called 

Christmas reason where Christian church celebrates and rejoices the birth of Jesus Christ as written 

in Bible, gospel of John 3:16. Christmas reason has now become a common holidays for both 

Christians and non-Christian, where we will see Christmas trees, stars and decorations will be 

prepared at shopping malls, streets and airport.  

From refugee camps, it is also a time where KRC staffs, camp committee members are taking 

holidays for family reunion, planning for family retreats and other social activities. This year, the 

holiday begins from 21st December to 5th of January 2020. On the day of office resumes, KRC 

committee meet to discuss about refugee future and came up with the idea that, some sort of 

preparation for return future is necessary and need to be implemented in coming year. There is no 

concrete discussion over this, but further discussion will continue at KRC annual meeting in last week 

of January.  

However, December is also a sad season for Thailand due to the accidents that are happening during 

the holidays. Thailand considers this holiday as one of the most tragic season and names it as ‘Seven 

day of Risk) in which 463 people died and 3,892 injured in 2018-19 and 373 death and 3,499 injured 

in 2019-2020, 20% less than last year. Another major cause by nature is wildfire at Australia which 

has been going on since December and till now and become one of the most nature-made calamity 

losing lives and properties. At the same the tension between USA and Iran has raised to the highest 

peak which may escalate to bigger war and unexpected loss between the two countries. 52 sites as 

claimed by US have been targeted to Iran and Iran response of revenge over the killing of one of his 

top commanders was an obvious message to the rest of the world that there will be war without 

end.  

We have been blessed for many ways though we are in refugee camps. Our lives are safe and have 

been sheltered for decades through the generosity of royal family, royal Thai government and 

international donors and UN agencies support. We are grateful for all your support and will always 

be indebted. This is our prayer that may this new year bring you peace, joy and success.
