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The year 1995 had been plagued with trouble, fear, misery and confusion for the more than 
seventy four thousand people taking refuge in the various Karen Refugee camps in Thailand. 
In desperation they hope for better days to come but the new year already proves to be no 
better off for them. 

Incidents of incursion and violence continue in Sho Klo camp and in one incident, the intruders 
took away three microscopes, some other essential medical equipment and medical supply 
from the Sho Klo camp hospitals together also with a radio communication set from the Sho 
Klo Malaria Research Unit. In another incursion to Mae La camp which is quite far inside 
Thailand, the intruders shot dead an elderly invalid person. Another Karen Community leader 
was kidnapped from the Doi Din Jee settlement of displaced Karens close to Wangka camp on 
the morning of January 27 and taken back by force to Burma 

Activities to destabilise the situation in the camps are now targeted also on Dong Pa Kiang, 
Wangka and Maw Ker camps, The situation in general is more than ever worrisome and 
unpredictable. 

The situation in some places inside Burma is also very difficult and turbulent. Some Karen 
villages in the Papun hills were burned down by the Burma army during its recent military 
operation in the area and rice granaries found in the area were burned down. This worsens the 
already crucial problem of rice shortages faced by Karen villagers in the area. Not less than 
700 villagers from ten affected villages in the Papun hills has come to the border during this 
month for food and shelter. Villagers from other affected areas have also come to the border 
for food and shelter.
