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The Karen Refugee Committee expresses its sincere gratitude to the authorities concerned for their 
kindness in granting temporary refuge to the Karen refugees and moreover for making it possible for the 
agencies to provide the refugees with their most basic needs. The committee also expresses its sincere 
gratitude to all the individuals and agencies concerned for their help and support in many ways to make 
things easier for the Karen refugees in their time of trouble and need. 

The situation in general seems to be fairly quieubut we are sad to note that it still is impossible for the 
refugees to go back across the border and settle there.
