MONTHLY REPORT
JUNE 1998

With the month of June, spot rains have eased the oppressive heat that refugees in Camps
had to bear during the unusually hot summer months. Most welcoming about the rain is
that water shortage has become less acute in the camps. In almost all refugee camps, life
is going on quite normally as shelters are being repaired and reinforced to withstand the
onslaught of wind and rain to some extent. But the situation is still far from rosy in some
camps, especially Mawker and Wang Kha (Huay Kaloke) where orders for relocation to a
new site may come at any moment. Pending such orders school buildings are being
reconstructed or repaired and measures had already been taken to begin a new academic
year for the school children.

For the refugees as a whole people are doing rather well, as supporting NGOs are doing a
very good job of seeing to their needs. The irony is that for people being displaced from
their roots, the refugees in Camps are faring quite well compared to those people
displaced inside Burma. News are coming out that these people are having a very hard
time, subsisting on forest produce like shoots, roots and leaves, where one is considered
lucky enough to have regular meals of rice gruel. So we feel that the NGOs are doing a
very good job of looking after the refugees and getting trust and merit in return.

As of now, we're hearing that the UNHCR will have the mandate of running the Refugee
Affairs in this Border Region, in Co-operation with the Thai Authorities. Their stated role
is 'PROTECTION' for the Refugees, for which we can only feel optimistic.
PROTECTION is what refugees really need as people having personally experienced
oppression and subjugation. So we can only feel gratification for responsible people who
will be trying to find the best possible way to address the refugee problem and seeing to
our needs and desires.

Our whole hearted appreciation goes out to the Royal Thai Government and the people of
the Kingdom of Thailand for providing refuge for us. We welcome the UNHCR
involvement in the affairs of Refugees in this Border Region with a view to providing
"PROTECTION" until the time as when ultimate safe return can be effected.
