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Julius Caesar must have had many reasons to name the month of July after
himself . For one, he must have taken note that great events took place during this
time of year.

Of comparably recent times, the United States declared itself independent
from Britain in July 1776. In July of 1937, Japan invaded China . The first nuclear
device was detonated in July of 1945, ushering in the Atomic Age, and raising
questions as to whether mankind was bent on eliminating itself from this earth. July
also brings to mind the wholesale execution of Czar Nicholas and his family in 1918
and the great Quake at Tangshan in 1976, which killed a quarter of a million people.
In Burma, to which events we were always implicated, there was the assassination of
the Leadership in July 1947, The demolition of the University Student Union
Building in July 1962, and the agitation that was a prelude to the renowned Four
Eights Protestations of 1988.

Now, in this July of 1998, there is concern that stems from the stand-off
between one solitary Lady and the All-powerful Military Junta in Burma, which
comes to show that brute force in its callousness always triumphs . For us Displaced
People, Brute Force is not something new as all of us had experienced its application
at one time or another.

Still, for us Displaced People in the Thai/ Burma Border Region, we can feel
that, beginning this July, there is reasonable room for optimism , as the Government
of Thailand in its wisdom and foresight has invited UNHCR for Cooperation in
handling the problem of Displaced People. Now that the UNHCR has formally
accepted the invitation , we can surely count on having better protection, better
support and can look forward to achieving the ultimate goal of safe return and living
in our own beloved homeland.

Meantime, there can only be appreciation and gratitude on our part for the
patience and generosity shown by the Thai People and Government. Our thanks go
out to the NGOs , aid / support groups and individuals who have made it their duty to
help people who are in dire need of support and help.
