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It was 56 years ago. On D-Day the 6th of June 1944, allied Forces Launched the Massive 
Normandy Invasion to recapture Europe from the grip of NAZI terror. It was dubbed the "War to 
end all Wars." True, the NAZIS were defeated. But the stark reality is that after over half a 
century later, we are still seeing Wars without end. 

Barely 5 years after WWII, in June of 1950, War erupted in divided Korea, where the 
world witnessed brothers fighting brothers in the name of Ideology. That was followed by 
conflicts in Vietnam, Kashmir, Afghanistan, the Persian Gulf, the Middle East, In Angola, The 
Sudan, Congo-Kinshasa, Nigeria, Yugoslavia, Sierra Leone. As of the end of this month, one 
million displaced People are added to the world's swelling Refugee Population as a result of 
fighting in Ethiopia /Eritrea. 

The "War to end all Wars" was a dismal failure. 

Apart from Wars, we are seeing contentious pursuits by people on grounds of Land 
possession, Ethnicity, Political or Religions Beliefs. We are seeing Ethnic conflicts in Sri -Lanka, 
Yugoslavia , Fiji and the Solomons. We are seeing religious strifes in Indonesia, India and Nigeria. 
Landless People in Zimbabwe are attempting (or being provoked?) to acquire Land owned by the 
"Whites'. These can only Portend disharmony and destabilization. All this in spite of Man having 
to confront onslaughts of Nature like , Storms, Quakes, Eruptions, floods, landslides and droughts 
followed by disease and famine. Man it seem , is the most combative of beings. 

Now, we are seeing a very different kind of War. This is not War in the proper sense. 
This is the War of NARCOTIC DRUGS, which many are agreed can be more potent and 
dangerous. Involved are drugs like Opium, Heroin, Cannabis, Cocaine, Barbiturates and 
Amphetamines, which ironically had their origin in treatment and alleviation of pain and Disease-
Drug abuse is the Name of the Game now. From the Golden Triangle, through the Golden Cresent 
and to the Central - South Americas, we are seeing this Drugs Menace. From being a regional 
issue, it has now become a global Problem. 

In the Region of South East Asia where Burma is now one of the biggest Source of 
Narcotics, and which production has become so alarming that neighbouring countries find it 
necessary to take drastic measures to counter the menace, which is only right and proper. 

On the other hand the Military Junta in Burma is harping on its commitment to the 
eradication of Narcotics. And General Khin Nyunt was saying that Burma would decidedly 
proceed with its own way of promoting Democracy, for the betterment of the country. 

For us people from Burma , having experienced and mangled by the "Burmese Way to 
Socialism", it is only with alarm and misgiving , that we look forward to experiencing the 
"SPDC Way to Democracy". 

We hope upon hope that Burma will be spared mangling by the "New Way".
