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In September of 1812 , Napoleon, with his Grande Armee 0f453000 men launched the
Big Military offensive, to crush Russia, once and for all. Moscow was captured. But the
"Scorched Earth" Policy adopted by the Russians and the onset of winter Forced Napoleon to
withdrew. Much of the Grande Armee was lost. It was the beginning of the end for Napoleon.
In September 1939, Hitler made the move to attack and occupy Poland. That made Britain and
France to declare War on Germany, ushering in World War II . The result was destruction, death
and suffering on a scale never before encountered. Also in September 1942, the German Army
launched the great offensive in the attempt to subjugate Russia. The combined efforts of the
Russian People and "Mother Winter" put a stop to that attempt. That was the beginning of the
end for Hitler . Hitler didn't learn from Napoleon.

In Burma, this September, its the continuation of another stand-off between Daw Aung
San Su Kyi and the Military at Da La. They were forcibly taken back to Rangoon and placed
virtually under House arrest. World Leaders, including the UN secretary General, President
Clinton and Prime Minister Blair deplored and objected to the handling of the affair by the SPDC.
The SPDC relented and removed restriction on the NLD: Not long afterwards the NLD
Leadership, challenged the SPDC again by attempting to go to Mandalay. This attempt met with
the same forced sending back and placing under House Arrest.

This September 18" is the 12" Anniversary of the SLORC military takeover following
the Four Eights Agitation, which was most memorable for the exhortation by Ne Win, that when
the Army shoots, it shoots straight. The Army did shoot straight, resulting in thousands of
Civilian deaths, including school children.

The Military, which had taken over power, promised to "Return to Barracks" after a
free and fair election. Elections, which was held in May of 1990 resulted in the people showing
their dislike of the Military by voting overwhelmingly for the NLD , led by Daw Aung San Su Kyi
. The Military simply reneged on their promise and refused to recognise the Election Results,
holding onto illegal power unto this day. For them, breaking promises is nothing to be shameful
about.

Around the World, we are still seeing a lot of threats to Peace and Stability, from Man,
Nature or otherwise. There is still contentious activations in Indonesia, Timor, the Philippines, the
Middle East, West Africa. A City has also become the focus of contention . Then there is the
world-wide menace of Disease and Narcotic Drugs . There is the rising oil price resulting from
Man's over dependence on the resource that is surely exhaustible. And still we are hearing of great
devastations by Rain/Floods in India, Bangla Desh, Cambodia, and Vietnam , which are sure to be
followed by lunger and diseases, adding to World-Wide instability. Of late, reports say that over
20 million people are being affected by this Flood, said to be the worst in decades.

This September is also the month of the 27" Olympic Games. The First Olympic Game
recorded was held in Greece in 776. B.C. But the Modern Olympic Games, which was started in
1896 in Athens, was the result of the devotion of a Frenchman, Baron Pierre de Coubertin. This
Years' Olympics in Sydney, Australia was being participated by 199 Nations where North and
South Korea took part as one team. Sad to say, Burma, once, an athletic power in South East Asia,
can send only seven athletes, reflecting the sorrowful state of the country, whose athletes have
little hope of achieving whatsoever.

As for the Refugees, along this Thai Burma Border Region, its still facing the
uncertainly of the future, pending change for the better. Yet, to all appearances, conditions are far
from being conducive to "Safe Return".
