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Few will remember what happened in Germany on the 9th of November 1938. 
That was "Kristallnacht" - Night of Broken Glass the beginning of anti-Semitic riots and 
destruction of Jewish Institutions in Germany and Austria. Jews were sent to 
concentration camps, Jewish children expelled from schools, followed by expropriation 
of Jewish property and business. 

That was the beginning of Holocaust, the term describing the NAZI annihilation 
of 6 million Jews. Along with them, another 9 to 10 million people including Gypsies, 
Poles, Ukrainians, Belorussians, homosexuals and the disabled were exterminated. That 
was what happened when absolute Power was vested in the hands of a group of people, 
or for that matter a single individual, Adolf Hitler. 

60 years have passed by and we are still seeing a repeat of what had happened. 
Individuals and Groups, vying for absolute Power, people trying to exterminate each 
other. We see no end to conflicts in the Middle East, in Africa and in Europe and Asia. 
We see ill-will and contentions in the name of Race, Religion or simply for control of 
people, land and resources. 

In Burma, its the conflict between the Military and the Ethnic opposition, which 
has been going on for more than half a century with no end yet in sight. This on-going 
process of contention, simply because of want of equality is not only ruining the country 
but affecting neighbouring countries as well. Problems related to displacements, asylum 
seekers, migration of people together with problems related to Drugs and Diseases. Most 
disturbing is reports that many young people are willing to sell themselves, just to have 
the opportunity to work in another country. 

Now we hear of reports saying the ILO's Governing Body has decided to go 
ahead with sanctions against Burma for its abusive labour practices, where forced 
workers including prisoners are treated as beasts of burden. Most probably it will be the 
straw that breaks the camel's back. The SPDC had justified these abuses with flowering 
phrases like "Washing away sins with Sweat." However, most "Porters" paid back in 
more than sweat as many never made it back to their homes. What people see now is that 
the Junta is embracing ASEAN for support and legitimacy, which brings to mind the 
Burmese saying "Ngar ta goung jount, ta Hlay lone poke" which would mean "because 
of one fish, the whole boat rots." 

Reports around the world is not much encouraging either. We hear of impending 
famines in Afghanistan. North Korea, Angola and elsewhere, because of disruptions, 
weather induced or otherwise. Reports that HIV/AIDS infection around the world has 
reached 36.1 million is causing alarm Recent rain-floods from West Europe to Australia, 
to South-East Asia are indications that man has more than enough on his hands to deal 
with other than fighting amongst themselves. 

For refugees along this Thai-Burma Border, the talk of the moment is "going back 
home." The SPDC is sending out signals of willingness to accept refugees back. But this 
is being laced with conditions like "to come back the way they go out" and "need of 
proof of citizenship", which are sure to make matters more complicated. 

Meanwhile, Brother is suing only Sister for ownership of legacy which, to all 
appearance seem most inappropriate and unnecessary. But it is not an isolated happening. 
Similar contentious malice are seen increasingly around the country. It is a measure of 
the country's deterioration that family values have become less precious and are in 
danger of being lost altogether.
