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The month of December has unexpectedly brought with it some basic changes in the
general situation which for the last two years had relatively been quiet here along the
border. During the month, fighting broke out in at least three different points along the
border. More movement of SLORC troops points to the fact that a new large scale
offensive could begin.

Displacement of civilians caused by the recent fighting had not been so significant. It is
however believed that, should fighting break out again, a large number of civilians will
be affected.

According to reports received, forced relocation is still a problem faced by Karen
villagers in certain area not too distant from the border.

Life in the refugee camps goes on quietly. The refugees rely mainly on the basic items
of need they are provided with while on their part, they also struggle hard from day to
day according as the situation permits, to acquire those other items of daily necessity

that life demands.
