Monthly Activities Report
January — 2014

» 7/01/2104 — 7/01/2014 — KRC's Committee met with Mr. Kelly from TBC at KRC's Mae Sod
office. During the meeting, Mr. Kelly shared about the starting of livelihood project
in the camp and how TBC's livelihood project such as CAN and AIGP projects are
different.

» 8/01/2014 — Vice Chairman of KRC met with Eden from TBC regarding the transition of CMSP
and CMT to CMPP. Eden also emphasized that, there will be more projects in
coming years.

» 9/01/2014 — Japan Platform Foundation (JPF) met with KRC for information sharing. Besides,
JPF also shared about there program activities and tried to identify the possible
needs when repatriation takes place.

» 10/01/2014 — KRC Committee along with KRCEE, TBC and Noe Poe camp committee have
meeting in Noe Poe Camp. The meeting was called between the teachers and the
representatives with the reason that, the teachers are not satisfied with the deduction
of food ration and requested that, the full ration for November and December will be
given in full amount. Camp leader promised to resupply the full amount as have
been requested. KRC will see how the situation will happen in future regarding the
ration change.

» 15/01/2014 — Vice Chairman of KRC met with camp committee and encouraged them, at the
same time formed an emergency camp committee.

» 16/01/2014 — KRC's Education coordinator met with OCEE staff workers at Noe Poe camp and
discussed about the teacher's situation in the camp.

» 17/01/2014 — Secretary of KRC along with Livelihood coordinator attended meeting at Mae La
camp. TBC highlighted during the meeting that, they are facing the problem
regarding land prices with the reason that ZOA, the previous stakeholder, has paid it
only for the first year.

» 20/01/2014 — KRC held weekly meeting and shared about the information activities and also how
to implement the rest of the activities and role to implement the works.

» 21/01/2014 — Secretary of KRC attended meeting regarding the organizing of overlapping
trainings.

» 23/01/2014 — KRC Committee met with SVA regarding the formation of Information Board.

» 24/01/2014 — KRC held meeting between KRC committee and Staffs. During the meeting, roles
and responsibilities of each staff and committee are reminded for effective work
