— People with tempo-
rary National Registration 
Cards will not be allowed 
to vote in the 8 November 
general election, U Myint 
Naing of the Union Elec-
tion Commission told the 
Pyithu Hluttaw on Friday, 
in response to a query about 
differences in rules between 
the upcoming ballot and the 
2010 vote.

The electoral register 
for early voting has been 
posted in offices of UEC 
sub-commissions, he said, 
affirming measures to en-
sure that a person cannot 
vote twice.
