Dear All Readers,

After the KRC 2016 election in February, the number of Refugee Committee is reduced to
13 members. In addition the change in the committee, unfortunately, one of the committee
members got minor stroke in April and she still lying in the bed till now. In May, one of the
Executive members resettled to Third Country. Thus, only 11 members is operating at the moment
thought the works for seven camps are still as before. With this, we are facing challenges in every
corner besides some NGOs partners have been leaving and some will be leaving at the end of this
year. In Nupo camp, Teacher Preparation Course (TPC) was shifted to Burma. We also received
guests, visiting one of the camps from National League for Democracy from Karen State’s Township
level, under the educational development program and health program.

The Karen Refugee Committee along with other seven camps’ representatives met with the
leadership of Karen National Union and discussed about the refugee issue as a part of the
preparedness plan. However, there is no concrete action received during the meeting as the issue
need comprehensive study and plan for the return.
