Dear All Readers, 

First of all, I would like to ignite you with some of the information in our monthly report 

regarding social issues to all of you. Based on the report from the camps, it stated that, ‘camp 

residents move in and out the camp becoming more; camp residents are not following camp rules 

and regulations; youth indulge in drug and drinking among the old people which causes social 

disturbance in the family and in the camp; proper registration has not been taken to some of the 

people living in the camp; selling of drugs and alcohol is increasing in the camps; under aged youth 

indulge in drinking; gambling increases; frequent fighting; theft and camp leaders are not able to 

carry out their duties due to overlapping of camp activities conducted by organizations working in 

the camp.  

These are problems which have been happening for the past few years however, the 

numbers of cases are increasing more and more recently. These challenges will continue even after 

the refugees could be relocated to a new area or returning to their places. The activities of Karen 

Refugee Committee will be mentioning in the separate attached sheet. We would like to thank 

UNHCR, NGOs and CBOs for continuously support our camp activities for many years. Moreover, 

we would like to thanks our donors for lending your support for many years and spending millions 

for the benefit of the camp residents. We would like to request you all to continue your support to 

the refugees and find way for them so that they can be self-reliance and self-sufficient in the 

future.
