Dear All Readers, 

August 12th is the celebration of 84th Birthday of Thai’s Queen and it is also celebrated in all 

the refugee camps. Interestingly, it is also the important day for the Karen all over the world, 

celebrating the Martyr Day. When Burma was still under military rule, this day was not openly 

celebrated by the Karen who lives close to the city with the reason of fearing the arrest and 

suspicion by the military government. However, after the signing of ceasefire between Karen 

National Union and the government, the Karen in many places, including the birth place of Saw Ba 

U Gyi, the founder of the Karen freedom struggle, celebrated the martyr day on 12th August 

openly. Many Karen live near Irrawaddy delta and Rangoon also plans to hold the ceremony in 

coming year.  

As a part of our preparedness, the Karen Refugee Committee also met with different 

organizations, NGOs, UNHCR, KNU and political party and local authority, trying to collect 

information, study the situation and building network and relationship. This month is one of the 

highest numbers of activities being undertaken with the support from NGOs and UNHCR.  

We would like to thank all the organizations for lending your help for many years and will 

continue to help us in the future. When the return takes place, we hope to see the refugees will be 

able to return with safety, dignity, based on their voluntarily decision and followed by sustainable 

life. Based on our understand and observation, it is difficult to say when will be a conducive time 

for the refugees to return as the condition will be based on various factors of development, 

socially, politically and economically. Thus, we continue to request the NGOs and UNHCR to 

continue to support us as we are preparing for the return of the refugees. Thank you for the 

unceasing support and closely working with us for the benefit of the refugees.
