Dear All Readers,

This month we would like to share with you information regarding some of the refugees who are
voluntarily return to Burma with the arrangement of UNHCR, Thai and Burmese government on 25-
26 of October, 2016. Last month, there has been fighting in Karen State, which displaced thousands
of villagers and till now, those fleeing villagers are yet to return to their village as the situation is
not conducive. However, conducting the refugee return where the situation at ground level is yet
stable, this has given us a big concern and worry too. On the other hand, it is also due to the
voluntary decision made by the returnee themselves that, the arrangement for their return was
conducted upon the voluntariness. From KRC, we would like to rise that, this is our concern that,
the returning refugees are being taking care of in term of physical, mental and economic life after
they return.

Our activities are reported in the following attached sheet. Once again, we would like to
acknowledge that, due to the protection provide by the Thai government, UNHCR and support
from NGOs, INGOs, we are able to manage the camps. We would like to also thank donors for
continuing supports. We would like to also welcome your comment and suggestion to improve our
work and contribute better for the community.
