Dear All Readers,

This month is the busiest month for us through meeting with our partner organizations. To
most of the organizations, this is the month where we review our activities and plan for the coming
year. The commitment and generosity remains high though the support is decreasing slowly and
some organization are leaving and some in the process of phasing out.

Some of the important meetings we have had for this month include Border wide Camp
Management Meeting, CMPO, Camp Management Working Group and Stakeholder Meeting. Have
not been those meetings, it will be very difficult to organize the camp in relation to preparedness
for return. Now, there have been meeting with UNHCR and meeting with KNU, three to four times
respective to coordinate for refugee return. The recent 19 families who have return are directly
reported to UNHCR and both the government of Thailand and Burma taking initiative in organize
this voluntary return. There are other direct meeting with Thai authority and camp leaders.

As the General Secretary of KRC, | have visited Burma three times and have studied the
situation in every area and observe that, there are more opportunities in term of livelihood and
freedom of movement for the people. Some refugees could manage to visit their relatives and
villages back in Burma for short period as well. Also visited some of the people from Three Pagodas
and Myawaddy districts and observed there is a close coordination in term of administration,
justice system and security matter between political parties and armed groups. However, there is
no clear cut information on how the government could handle the border issue and provide
security for the people living along the border. We would like to thanks all the organizations for
your continuing supports. We hope that, you will continue your support until the refugees can go
back to their homeland.
