Study Program in Maela camp in relation to further studies program.

06/12/2016 — KRC Social Coordinator along with four staffs participated in SGBV activity at

Maela camp and shared information to meet students and patients, KWO, UNHCR
and NGOs at Bible school chapel hall.

12/12/2016 — KRC Social Coordinator and other three staffs went to participate with SMRU’s

thirty years of border program and other organizations also reported about their
activities and future plans.

13/12/2016 — KRC Joint Secretary attended IOM meeting at IOM office, Maepa on the issue,

Suicide, Understanding, Identification and Prevention and Dr. Pramond was given
lecture on the suicide prevention.

15/12/2016 — KRC Joint Secretary attended the closing ceremony of DARE rehabilitation activity

attended by 15 addicts, religious leaders, leaders from section and zone
respectively.

26/12/2016 — KRC Joint Secretary provided information of KRC position on return during the

meeting organized by Karen Student Network Group, in Maela Oon camp.
