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THE UNION JUDICIARY (AMENDMENT) ACT, 1954.
[Act No. XXVIII of 1954.]

It is hereby enacted as follows i —

1. This Act may be called the Union Judiciary (Amendment)
Act, 1954, -

2. Afler the proviso to section 34 of the Union Judiciary Act, 1948.;
the following shall be inserted as further proviso, namely —

“ Provided further that every Judge of the Supreme Court or of
the High Court may, with the consent i)f the President,
retire al: any time before he attains the age of compulsory
retirement.”
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
