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It is hereby enactccl «.s follows :—
1. This Act may be called the Burma Excise (Amendment) Act,

!954.

2. In section 31 of the Burma Excise Act, hereinafter referred 
to as the slid Act, for the expression “ one year, or with line which 
may extend to two thousand rupees, or with boili ", the expression 
"  one year and shall also be liable to line ” shall be substituted.

b A fhr section 61 of the said Act, the following shall be 
inserted as sections 61 a and 6 1 b , namely :—

“ 6 1 a . (1) Every person who has been arrested under this Act 
for an < ff .'lice punishable with imprisonment for a term 
which may extend to not less than six months and every 
person who -has been ordered to give security for his 
gord behaviour shall, if so required by an Excise 
Officer, allow his photograph or finger and thum b im­
pressions to be taken at any lime after (he arrest.

61 b . (11 If any pc rson who under section 61 a is required to 
allow his photograph or finger and thumb impressions to 
be taken resists or refuses to allow the taking cf the same, 
an Excise Officer may. use all lawful means necessary to 
secure the taking thereof.

12) Resistance to cr refusal to allow the taking of photographs 
r r  linger an I thumb impressions under sub-section II) 
shall be deemed to be an offence under section 186 of 
the Penal Code." ' rj

4. After section 63 of the said Act the following shall be inserted 
as section 64, namely : —

“ 64. (1) W henever any person is convicted of an  ̂offence 
punishable under section 30. section 31, section 33, 
section 34, section 37, section 38 or° section 43 (2), and 
the Court convicting him is of opinion that it is necessary 
to require such person to execute a b rad  for abstaining 
from the commission of offences punishable under those 
sections, the Court may at the lime of passing sentence 
on such person, < rcler him to execute a bond for a sum 
p ro p 'r l ionite to his means with or without sureties, for 
ab-t lining from the commission of such offence during 
such perioc', not exceeding three years, as it thinks fit 
to fix o

(2) The bon I shall be in the form prescribed in the Schedule, 
and the provisions cf the Code of Criminal Procedure 
shall, in so f:.r as they are applicable, apply to all m atters 
connected with such bond a.' if it were a bond to keep 
the peace ordered to be executed under section 106 of 
that Code.
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(S) If the conviction is set aside on appeal or otherwise, the 
bond so executed shall become void.

(4) An o rder under this section may also- be .made by an 
appellate Court, or by the High Court when exercising 
its powers of revision.”

5. After section 69 of the said Act the following Schedule, 
shall be inserted, namely :—
