Pyidaungsu Hluttaw puts implementation in Rakhine on the record

THE NATIONAL Committee 
on Minimum Wage announced 
yesterday that the minimum 
wage will be Ks600 per hour 
and Ks4,800 per eight-hour 
work day irrespective of the 
type or location of work.

This minimum wage does 
not apply to small and fami-
ly-owned businesses with less 
than 10 employees, it was noted 
in the committee’s Notification 
No. 2/2018.

As per the Minimum Wage 
Act 2013 section 10, sub-section 
(a), the National Committee on 
Minimum Wage notified the 
public of this new proposed 
minimum wage with Notifica-
tion No. 1/2018 dated 2 January 
2018. After the minimum wage 
law was enacted, a tripartite 
National Minimum Wage Com-
mittee (NMWC) representing 
employers, employees and the 
government was formed under 
the Office of the President in 
September 2013 and given the 
task to define an appropriate 
level for the minimum wage. 

The committee received 
comments, objections, and 
proposed amendments from 
employers, employees, and 
organisations. The proposal 
to enact a new minimum wage 
received support from employ-
er and employee organisations 
from states and regions. Feed-
back was obtained, assessed 
and submitted by states and 
regions including union terri-
tory committees, it was learnt.

The decision for the mini-
mum wage of Ks600 per hour, 
Ks4,800 per day of eight work-
ing hours irrespective of type 
and location of work is in ac-
cordance with the Minimum 
Wages Act 2013 section 10, 
sub-section (a), officials said.

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PYIDAUNGSU Hluttaw held its 
first day meeting of its eighth 
regular session yesterday in Nay 
Pyi Taw, with hearing implemen-
tation of recommendations on 
Rakhine State.

Union Minister for Labour, 
Immigration and Population U 
Thein Swe and Union Minister 
for Social Welfare, Relief and 
Resettlement Dr. Win Myat Aye 
submitted the implementation of 
recommendations including the 
process of issuing the National 
Verification Card-NVC.

Union Minister U Thein Swe 
explained the duties and respon-
sibilities of the NV card holders.

The Office of the President 
of Myanmar issued a Notification 
Number 19/ 2015 on 11 February 
2015 declaring that the validity of 
Temporary Identification Card or 
White Card expired on 31 March 
2015 and that cards were to be 

surrendered not later than 31 
May 2015. The temporary identi-
fication card were issued in 1995.

NV Cards were issued begin-
ning 1 June 2015, with the clear 
and good purpose to identify the 
persons residing within the juris-
diction of the country while they 
are supposed to undergo scru-
tiny process or waiting for such 
verification procedure under the 
1982 Myanmar Citizenship Law.

 Union Minister U Thein Swe 
also read out the responsibilities 
and rights of the NV card hold-
ers.

“NV Card is the first and 
foremost document to hold on in 
the scrutiny process on the path-
way to enjoy rights of citizenship. 
The NV Card holder has been 
recognized as person residing 
in the jurisdiction of the Republic 
of the Union of Myanmar.  In ac-
cordance with the term “Nation-

al Verification”, the holder must 
undergo for scrutiny process,” 
said the Union Minister.

Union Minister Dr. Win Myat 
Aye also briefed about achieve-
ments in implementation of 
recommendations on Rakhine 
State, saying that about 60 lo-
cal investment businesses were 
permited in the 2018 and land 
compensations were given to the 
farmers under the economic and 
socio-economic development 
sector.

To create job opportunities, 
garment factories and traditional 
weaving businesses have been 
established in Rakhine State 
with the assistance of the gov-
ernment.

In the communication sec-
tor, more than 600 mobile radio 
stations have been established.

In the agriculture sector, 
about 1,300 agricultural machin-

ery to members of the coopera-
tive societies in 15 townships in 
Rakhine State while more than 
23,300 baskets of quality seeds to 
the farmers.

Health care services and 
facilities were upgraded in Ra-
khine State, said the Union Min-
ister, adding that the government 
provided to the pregnant women 
and children aged under two with 
cash assistance in the 2017-2018 
Fiscal year.

Regarding the efforts of the 
Union Enterprise for Humani-
tarian Assistance, Resettlement 
and Development in Rakhin, the 
Union Minister said more than 
800 houses, monasteries and 
road, water and power supply 
infrastructures are under con-
struction in Rakhine State.

Similarly, infrastructures 
were built to accommodate the 
returnees from Bangladesh un-

der the repatriation program.
He also refuted the misin-

formation in media that NV card 
holders will get rights for free 
movement in the whole nation.

He said when he met with 
the displaced people in Bangla-
desh during his visit to Bangla-
desh, he explained that benefits 
of the NV card holders, saying 
that they would get rights to trav-
el freely but their travel must be 
in accordance with the rules, reg-
ulations and directives issued by 
the Rakhine State government.

Regarding the closing of 
IDP camps established after the 
conflict in 2012, the government 
is taking measures step by step 
to close the camps so that the 
people sheltering in the camps 
can travel freely in accordance 
with the law and can partici-
pate in the development tasks.

Education Minister replies 
to asterisk marked questions

On the question posed by 
U Tin Aye of Metmung constit-
uency regarding the plan to put 
Metmung Township head of ed-
ucation department under the 
management of Kengtung dis-
trict head of education, the un-
ion minister said the Metmung 
Township in Mongphyat District 
is some 190 miles northwest of 
Mongphyat Town under the Min-
istry of Education’s organisation 
setup. Under the administrative 
districts of the Ministry of Home 
Affairs, Metmung Township in 
Metmung District is part of the 
six townships under Wa Self-Ad-

ministered Division in northern 
Shan State, while under the 
administrative districts of the 
Ministry of Education, it is in 
Mongphyat District in eastern 
Shan State. The state head of 
education has reported the diffi-
culties in conducting educational 
works for Metmung township 
via Kengtung Town and had 
proposed to transfer the man-
agement of Metmung township 
head of education from the role 
of Mongphyat Distrcit head of 
education to Kengtung District 
head of education. Arrange-
ments are being made accord-
ing to the procedure to transfer 
the Metmung township head of 
education to be placed under the 
management of Kengtung Dis-
trict head of education, said the 
Union Minister for Education.

Replying to a question 
raised by Dr. Daw Pyone of In-
daw constituency on the plan to 
omit good conduct recommen-
dation by the Myanmar Police 
Force in the recommendation 
letters attached to the applica-
tion for entry to a university, the 
union minister said this was in-
cluded in the 2012 guidelines on 
application for entry to universi-
ty but was not included since the 
2013 guidelines on application 

were released. Similarly, it is not 
included in the 2017 guidelines 
on application for entry to uni-
versity, said the Union Minister 
for Education.

U Aye Naing of Dagon Myo-
thit (South) constituency asked 
if there was a plan to open a gov-
ernment technical high school 
or a vocational training school 
in Yangon Region Dagon Myo-
thit (South). The union minister 
replied that the Yangon Region 
government was coordinating 
to construct a government tech-
nical high school on 14 acres of 
land beside Hlawga Road in Da-
gon Myothit (South) Ward 105, 
according to a master plan.

Once the land is transferred 
to the Department of Technical, 
Vocational and Training Educa-
tion, funding for the construction 
of the school buildings, employ-
ment of staff and provision of 
teaching materials will be in-
cluded in the yearly budget, ac-
cording to the regulation, said 
the union minister.

The union minister also  
replied to questions raised by  
Dr. U Than Aung Soe of Minhla 
constituency, U Win Myint Aung 
of Dapayin constituency and U 
Myo Nyunt of Homalin constit-
uency.

Motion to assign staff to 
schools nearest families 

rejected by vote
 

Following the ques-
tion-and-answer session, U 
Win Win of Minbu constituency 
tabled a motion to give priori-
ty to assign education staffs to 
schools that are nearest to their 
families. 

A Hluttaw representative 
supported the motion, but when 
the motion was put to vote, there 
were 118 for, 226 against and sev-
en abstainees. Hluttaw Speaker 
U T Khun Myat announced the 
motion had not been accepted 
for debate.

The Hluttaw then decided to 
approve the seven amendments 
on a bill to amend the Early Child 
Care and Development Law re-
turned by the Amyotha Hluttaw 
with amendments, which was 
submitted to the Hluttaw by a 
bill committee member.

The bill committee secre-
tary then tabled a motion to dis-
cuss in the Pyidaungsu Hluttaw 
the four amendments of the bill 
to which the two Hluttaws did 
not agree.

The state Public Health 
Department head has reported 
that a Rural Health Centre be ur-
gently opened in Lachin (Lanse) 
Village, as the region had faced 
natural disasters in 2016. This 
requirement will be submitted 
to the union government’s office 
and a union government meeting 
will be held to open a Sub-Rural 
Health Centre in Lachin (Lanse) 
Village as soon as possible, said 
the union minister.

The union minister said the 
Myitaw Village Sub-Rural Health 
Centre is providing healthcare 
services to nearly 15,000 people 
from more than 3,350 households 
in 22 villages, and met the five 
basic requirements of a Rural 
Health Centre. Furthermore, the 
head of the Region Public Health 
Department had supported the 
upgrade in a report. Therefore, 
the upgrade will be made as soon 
as possible, said the union min-
ister.

In response to a question by 

Dr. Zaw Lin Htut of Mon State 
constituency (9) on a plan to con-
struct a modern sports ground 
and training centre in Mon State, 
Thaton Township, Thudham-

mawadi Town, the union minister 
said the necessary steps to obtain 
a land grant for a 800 ft x 600 ft 
land in field no. (513) has been 
taken and is at the final stage of 
completion with the Mon State 
government. Once the land grant 
is obtained, the necessary works 
will be conducted accordingly, 
said the union minister.

Union Minister Dr. Myint 
Htwe also replied to questions

Later, U Than Soe @ Than

156 staff from the Regional 

Public Health Department, 49 
Myanmar Red Cross members, 
and 220 military personnel from 
the Yangon Region Military Com-
mand (including medical corps), 
bringing the total to 3,287 per-
sonnel.

During the first few days, 
the fire was extinguished using 
water but the resulting smoke 
from within spread to nearby 
townships and caused health

A torching incident occurs on 
the evening of 13 May at Yada-
na Shwe Ate gem mining com-
pany in Kachin Sate, Mohnyin 
District, Phakant Township, 
Lonkhin village tract.

The incident occurs when 
company employees torched 
and destroy the company of-
fice building and living quarters 
after an unresolved wage rate 
dispute between the company 
and its employee resulting in 
the burning and destruction of 
the company office building, five 
living quarters, a backhoe, six 
2,400 gallon oil storage tanks. 
The police force was reported 
to have detained 49 employees 
who involved in the event.

On the afternoon of 13 May 
the company employee de-
manded the termination of the 
mining operation on 15 May and 
to receive overtime payments. 
They demonstrated after the 
negotiation break down.

Of the 2,500 persons em-
ployed under Yadana Shwe Ate 
jade mining company, about 
1,000 pelted the office building 
and living quarters with rocks 
and conducted other destruc-
tive acts. 

Local Police Force which 
was providing security for the 
company fired warning shots 
but the demonstrators didn’t 
disperse and burnt the build-
ings, a back hoe, and oil storage 
tanks. After 10 pm, authorities 
and responsible person use 10 
fire engines to put out the fire 
and sent people who were hurt 
to the hospital.

 There were 3 wounded and 
a dead person included among 
the 49 arrested. In addition to 
the buildings and machines, 
about two tons of raw jade other 
materials were destroyed and 
lost, according to local authori-
ties.
