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Second Pyidaungsu Hluttaw’s 9% regular session holds 6"-day meeting

THE sixth-day meeting of the
Second Pyidaungsu Hluttaw’s
ninth regular session was held at
the Pyidaungsu Hluttaw meeting
hall yesterday morning where
Union Accord Part II was ex-
plained and approved, reorgan-
izing of towns, village tracts and
villages in Mandalay Region and
Chin State put on record, dis-
cussions of Hluttaw represent-
atives on six-month work report
of Union Legal Supporting Group
clarified, and discussion on mem-
ber fee to become member of
Association of Natural Rubber
Producing Countries (ANRPC)
conducted.

Union Accord Part IT

In his explanation to the
Hluttaw, on behalf of the union
government, about Union Accord
Part II sent by the President, Un-
ion Peace Dialogue Joint Com-
mittee (UPDJC) member Union
Attorney General U Tun Tun Oo
said the Nationwide Ceasefire
Agreement (NCA) was signed
between the government of the
Republic of the Union of Myan-
mar and ethnic armed organi-
sations on 15 October 2015 and
the agreement was approved by
Pyidaungsu Hluttaw on 8 De-
cember.

According to the NCA, UP-
DJC was reformed under the
new government as per Office
of the President Notification
No. 48/2016. The State Counsel-
lor was the chairperson while
48 members were from three
groups — the government, Hlut-
taw and Tatmadaw group, ethnic
armed organisations group and
political parties group. Based
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on guidelines set in UPDJC and
in accord with discussion titles
and work guidelines, collection of
comments obtained from nation-
al-level political discussions were
submitted to the third session
of the Union Peace Conference
— 21%t Century Panglong, held
from 11 to 16 July 2018, as basic
principle proposals.

Group-wise and sector-wise
discussions held on the proposals
and agreements were reached
as part of the Union Accord. In
the Union Accord Part II, there
were four agreements in political
sector basic principle, one agree-
ment in economic sector basic
principle, seven agreements in
social sector basic principle and
two agreements in land & envi-
ronment sector basic principle,
totaling fourteen.

Union Accord Part II was
signed by heads of groups in the
presence of witnesses on 16 July
2018 at the third session of the
Union Peace Conference — 21
Century Panglong. According to
the NCA and political dialogue
framework, the Union Accord

Part IT signed at the third session
of the Union Peace Conference
— 215t Century Panglong is being
submitted to Pyidaungsu Hlut-
taw for approval, explained the
Union Attorney General.
Pyidaungsu Hluttaw
Speaker U T Khun Myat then
announced the Hluttaw’s approv-
al of Union Accord Part II after
Hluttaw’s decision was obtained.

Next, Pyidaungsu Hluttaw
Speaker submitted to the Hlut-
taw the expansion, reorganizing,
removal and restructuring the
areas of towns, village tracts and
villages in Mandalay Region and
Chin State, sent by President’s
Office, and announced the Hlut-
taw putting the matter on record.

Discussion of the Hluttaw
representatives on the six-month

by Group Chairman U Nyan Win
and Union Supreme Court Judge
U Tha Htay.

Afterwards, Pyidaungsu
Hluttaw Speaker announced
the Hluttaw putting on record
the six-month work report of
Union Legal Supporting Group,
discussion of the Hluttaw repre-
sentatives, Group Chairman and
Union Supreme Court Judge.

Following this, U Myo Win

Becoming
a member of ANRPC will pro-
vide development opportunities
in Myanmar rubber produc-
tion and will especially benefit
small- scale rubber plantation
owners in acquiring technology
knowhow, market and job oppor-
tunities. Comments and permis-
sion for annual membership fee
had been submitted and obtained
from Ministry of Planning and
Finance, Union Attorney Gen-
eral office, Ministry of Interna-
tional Cooperation, Office of the
President, Union government,
and Union government meeting
10/2018 had agreed to become
a member of ANRPC. As such,
the Hluttaw’s approval is being
requested, explained the Deputy
Minister.

Pyidaungsu Hluttaw Speak-
er then obtained the decision of
the Hluttaw and announced the
Hluttaw’s agreement and ap-
proval. The seventh-day of the
ninth regular session of the Sec-
ond Pyidaungsu Hluttaw will con-
tinue on 9 August, it is learnt. |
