High energy beamsa

Zhan Wenlong, the country’ sleading
nuclear physicist, said the research
carriedfurther anearlier accomplishment
made by the same scientistsin January.

It al'so used heavy ion beams to treat
tumors 2.1 cm or less below the body
surface.

Compared withlightion beams, such
as gamma rays and X-rays used in
traditional radiotherapies, heavy ion
beamsareconsidered themost effective,
so far, in accurately moderating the
amount of radiation and minimizing the
damage done to healthy cells, said the
scientist.

WasHINGTON, 27 Oct—People who have the AIDS
virus should start drug treatments sooner than current
guidelines recommend, suggests a large new study
that could change the care of hundreds of thousands
of Americans.

The study found that delaying treatment until apa-
tient’simmune system is badly damaged nearly dou-
blestherisk of dying in the next few years compared
to patients whose treatment started earlier.

Doctors have thought it would be better to spare
patientsthe side effects of AIDS drugsaslong as pos-
sible.

The study wasreported Sunday at aninfectiousdis-
eases conference in Washington.

Powerful drug combinations available since the
mid-1990s have transformed HIV infection into a
manageable chronic condition rather than the death
sentence it once was. But they can cause heart and
cholesterol problems, diarrhea, nausea and other side
effects. They also must be taken faithfully or resist-

ance develops and the drugs stop working.

Bangladesh warns of stormin
Bay of Bengal

DHakA, 27 Oct— Bangladesh advised portsto hoi st
warning signalsand asked all vesselsto stay inshelters
or close to shore as a tropical storm in the Bay of
Bengal moved towards its coasts, officials said on
Sunday.

The storm has driven strong winds and rain over
the country since Friday, and could last a few more
days, themeteorol ogical department said. Two people
were killed when a tree uprooted by the wind fell on
them at avillage in Chandpur District 170 kilometres
(106 miles) southeast of the capital Dhakaon Sunday.

The meteorol ogical department said at 0600 GM T
on Sunday, the storm was about 635 kilometres (400
miles) southwest of Chittagong. It was expected to
intensify and moveinanorthor northeasterly direction
to make landfall between Barishal and Khulna by
Monday afternoon. The storm waslikely to sweep the
coasts with atidal surge of up to two metres above
