     YANGON, 27 July The State Law and Order Restoration Council has laid
     down and is implementing the 12 political, economic and social
     objectives for emergence of a peaceful, modern and developed nation
     while it is working for national reconsolidation, upholding Our Three



     Main National Causes. In so doing, it has established model villages,
     reclaimed land for cultivation, set up small industries and
     agriculture services and fulfilled health, education and social
     requirements for the security of life and peaceful earning of liveli
     hood for those who, having realized their misdeeds, have exchanged
     arms for peace and their families.

     Remnants of armed groups, realizing that destructive acts no longer
     benefit the nation and perceiving the noble mind, genuine goodwill
     and correct endeavours of the Government, are exchanging arms for
     peace, individually or in groups.

     Altogether 21 members of armed groups exchanged arms for peace from
     11 to 30 June 1997, bringing the total of the entire month to 41.

     In South-East Command area, privates San Thaung and Kyaw Than of the
     medical unit of KNU No 6 Brigade, Pvt Saw Pha Hsa of the Artillery
     Company, Pvt Myint Soe of No 2 Battalion, No 1 Brigade, and L/Cpl Han
     Sein and Pvt Kyaw Kyaw of No 7 Brigade exchanged arms for peace,
     bringing in one grenade. Pvt Sein Tin Win of ABSDF No 204 Battalion
     and Company Commander Myint Thein (a) Ba Reik of No 216 Battalion
     also followed suit.
