In line with this guidance, IWT is adding more boats to its fleet, giving
priority to the convenience and safety of passengers and to ensuring smooth
and speedy transport for passengers and commodities, he said.

Each boat, 45 metres long and 8.5 metres wide, has a capacity to carry 24
passengers in its air-conditioned first class cabins and another 300 on
deck. Each has a depth of 2.3 metres and a draught of 1.6 metres and a
crusing speed of 11 nautical miles per hour.

The boats, installed with advanced facilities, have the capacity to carry 30
metric tons of freight.

They were named "Bala Kyaw Gaung" "Bala Yaza", "Bala Kyaw Thu", "Bala Kyaw
Swa" and "Bala Ye Kyaw", the five famous commanders of Konbaung era.

Managing Director of IWT U Tun Aung Myint and Vice-Chairman of YMC Mr Zhang
Jin Wen also spoke.

They exchanged agreed notes.
