YANGON, 3 NOV - A meeting was held today for effective and timely repair of
roads and  bridges in Bago Division destroyed by heavy rains.

 Secretary-2 of the State Law and Order Restoration Council Lt-Gen Tin Oo
said efforts should be  made to effectively repair some of the sections of
Bago-Zeyawady Road of Yangon-Mandalay  Highway destroyed by heavy rains.

 Damaged bridges and damaged sections of Zaungtu-Taikkyi Road and
Letpadan-Hinthada Road  should be rebuilt, he said.

 The two roads are under construction at present.

 He urged them to strive to complete Myitmakha River Bridge as scheduled and
to put forward  requirements.
