The attempts to break Gaza siege were first suc-
ceeded in August when the US-based private Free Gaza
Movement ferried international peace and human
rights activists to Gaza.

In October and November, another two boatsarrived
herewithinternational activistsand European lawmak-
ers. lsrael first threatened to prevent the shipsfrom get-
ting to the Hamas-controlled Gaza Strip but retreated
thethreatsin order not to give the campaignersthe pub-
licity they sought if they were denied entry, according
to the Isragli Foreign Ministry. —Internet

Afemaletigerprawn
lays about 800,000 eggs
thefirsttime. After being
processed by the Fisher-
ies Department, she lays
600,000 eggs in the sec-
ond time and 500,000
eggsin the third and last
time,

The mother tiger
prawngrew upinthesea.
So, tiger shrimps can be
raised only onaseashore
line.

Tiger shrimps are
kept in seawater withthe

PPT rate between 28 and
30inthedark for 45days.
After the 45-day period,
a shrimp has grown as
bigasamatchstick. They
are sold to private prawn
breeders at the price of 6
to6.5kyatsafry, account-
ing for over 1 million
kyatsinthefirsttime, and
over 1.5 million kyatsin
the second and third
times. So, by making an
investment of 25,000
kyats, abreeder canmake
a healthy profit of over
2.5 million kyats from a
tiger prawn.

However, the proc-
ess is easier said than
done. It is, indeed, a de-
mandingtask. Thewhole
businessis paused in the
rainy season when there
is no customer. But, the
power generator is kept
on operating round the
clock. Babies and the
mother tiger prawn are
notresistanttothelight at
all.

“We produce
\150,000 shrimps once

every 45 days. If thereis
no customer, we lose all
our investments. In this
region, there are many
private-owned natural
prawn breeding ponds.
Baby prawns get into
thosepondsnaturally. So,
they do not buy shrimps
fromus. Last year, an en-
trepreneur brought
shrimpsfrom usto breed,
and made a good profit
from his farm. We learnt
that some entrepreneurs
will get shrimps from us
this season” said the in-

charge of the farm.

Prawnfarmownersdo
not guess how many
shrimpsgetintotheirfarm
naturally. Mostly, thepro-
ductiongoesdownward if
shrimps do not get into
their ponds as many as
expected. Kyaukpyu' spri-
vate prawn farming is ex-
pected to make an eco-
nomic boom due to the
fact that local entrepre-
neurs have come to real-
ize the benefits of know-
ing exact number of the
shrimps they breed.

Kyaukpyu has two
cold storages, two entre-
preneurs, 18 purchasing
centres, 300 offshore
trawlers, 800 deep sea
trawlers, 25 sales centres
and two processing cen-
tres.

not adequate expertise and capital to tap such natural
resources. There need lots of intellectuals and intel-
ligentsia, resources and capital to establish an indus-
trial nation. For human resource development, basic
education schools, universities and colleges have
been opened throughout the nation for pursuing ba-
sic, high and higher education. Likewise, seeking
great investments must be based on the agricultural
sector, said the Prime Minister.

Congo’swar-baby gorillas bring hope
for endangered species

battered plain, agiant silverback gorilla
ruminatively strips a plant of its leaves
with green tombstone teeth.

The
world can celebrate a small miracle in
eastern Congo.

Park rangers greeted the primordial
scene with hushed astonishment after
hacking for two hours though the ver-
dant gloom of thejungle Friday, theonly
sound the metallic ring of amachete on

stringy vines and the din of insects.

In aclearing on the slopes of Mount
Mikeno, a 4,500 metre (14,000 feet) -
high volcano, a young blackback care-
fully picked insects and seeds from his
brother’s shaggy black fur. An impish
new-born clung to her mother’s back,
fixing the interlopers with shimmering
dark brown eyes.

Park director Emmanuel de Merode
|ater described the discovery of five new-
borns at the outset of amonth-long cen-
susas“ quite phenomena”, giventhat the
endangered gorillas' habitat has long
been awar zone.

Mass grave containing
33 bodiesfound in Iraq

BacHDAD, 1 Dec— Iragi security forces havefound
a mass grave containing 33 decomposed bodiesin a
village in the volatile province of Diyala, an Interior
Ministry source said on Sunday.

Hanol, 1 Dec — There has been 135,171 HIV positive people reported in
Vietnam nationwide, the local newspaper New Hanoi reported on Monday.

Of the HIV-accquired cases, 29,134 had full-blown AIDS and 41,418 died of

the disease in the country so far, the daily quoted the source with the Ministry of

Health (MoH) as saying.

Local health officials warned that Vietnam is facing the risk of disease's ex-
pansion to young population. HIV-acquired cases aged from 20 to 39 increased to
89 percent from 15 percent, according to MoH.

People with HIV live in al of the country’s provinces and cities. Ho Chi
Minh City hasthe highest number of HIV/AIDS cases, followed by two northern
provinces of Quang Ninh and Hai Phong of Vietnam.

Kyaukpyu sea prawn incubation farm is located
on a0.77-acre land in Zetiya Village, one mile and
three furlongs from Kyaukpyu. It consists of an
office room, light-proof buildings, 10 five-ton-ca-
pacity shrimp nursery water tanks, four 20-ton ca-
pacity shrimp nursery water tanks, two 10-ton-ca-
pacity incubation water tanks, two 20-ton-capacity
seawater tanks, two 15-ton-capacity pasteurization
tanks, and one filtering tank.

Nine-inch-longgrown-upfemaleprawnsarebred
in a light-proof water tank. Such a prawn costs
20,000 kyats. A female prawn holds about 800,000
grey-colour eggson her back, which arevisiblewith
naked eyes.

Female tiger prawns are bred in a light-proof
tank. When they hold eggs, they are transferred to
another tank. Newly-laid eggs are invisible with
naked eyes. Tiger prawns hatch and grow up in the
dark.
