SULAIMANIYAH, 8 Dec—
A Kurdish rebel group on
Sunday declared a nine-
day holiday cease-fire in
their fight against Turkey,
a spokesman said, calling
it a “first step toward
peace.” The unilateral
cease-firewill beginMon-
day asthe Muslim holiday
of Eid a-Adha gets under
way, according to Ahmed
Deniz, aspokesmanforthe
KurdistanWorkers Party,
or PKK, which has bases
in northern Irag.

He said the group’s
military and political
leadership would like to

resolve its conflict with
Turkey peacefully.

“The military and
political leadership of the
PKK announces a nine-
day, unilateral cease-fire
... Which is considered a
first step toward peace,”
Deniztold The Associated
Press. Turkey hasignored
aseriesof PKK cease-fire
declarations in the past,
vowing to fight until all
militants are killed or
surrender. The rebels are
fighting for autonomy in
the predominantly Kur-
dish-inhabited southeast
Turkey. The fight has

claimedthelivesof tensof
thousands of people since
1984. This year, Turkey
has launched severa air
strikes, including one on
Friday, and one major
ground operation against
rebel bases across Irag's
border. Eidal-Adha, anim-
portant Muslim holiday,
lasts four days, but Deniz
said the cease-fire would
continue for nine days.

One of the
sources said defence attor-
neysdecided to haveal of
them surrender in one lo-
cation rather than in their
various home states, or in
Washington, where the
federal grand jury handed
up the charges last week.
Both sources said the
guards' surrender in Utah
is a matter of conven-
ience, and is likely to be
followed by an aggressive
legal defence.

SAfrican businessman
dies of spotted fever

In Brazil

BrasiLiA, 8 Dec— The death of a South African
businessman in Rio de Janeiro was caused by spotted
fever, Brazil's Ministry of Health said on Sunday.

“Theinvestigation carried out throughout the week
by our teams concluded that it isaspotted fever infec-
tion,” said Eduardo Hage, an officia of the ministry.

The South African national named Williman
Charlesreported symptoms of spotted fever two days
after arriving in Brazil on 23 Nov. The 53-year-old
died on 2 Dec.

“That means hisinfection started in his country of
origin” in South Africa, Hage said.

As spotted fever is transmitted only through the
bite of ticks, “there is no risk of transmission from
one person to another and therefore no risk of spread-
ing to the population.” the official added.

Spotted fever is not a specific disease in Brazil. It
occursworldwide. From 1997 to 2008, 641 caseswere
reported in Brazil. The fatality rate is about 30 per-
cent. —Internet

EU watches dioxin contamination in pork in Ireland

BrusseLs, 8Dec—The
European Commission is
watching closely dioxin
contamination of pork
meat in Ireland, said the
commission on Sunday.

Dioxin contamination
was confirmed on Satur-
day and the use of con-
taminated animal feed
was identified to be the
source of the contamina-
tion.

Analytical results re-
vealed the presence of
very high levels of
dioxins in pork meat,
about 100 times the Eu-
ropean Union (EU) maxi-
mum level, said the com-
mission. Preliminary evi-
dence indicates that the
contamination problemis
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likely to have started in
September 2008. All pos-
sibly contaminated feed
has been blocked.

The contaminated feed
was provided to 10 pig
farms which are produc-
ing about 10 percent of
the total supply of pigsin

Ireland. Pigs from these
farms were, after slaugh-
ter, processed by meat
processing plants which
are responsible for about
80 percent of the total
supply of pork meat and
pork meat products from
Ireland. —Internet

Temporary imperial residenceruins
found in NW China

Xi’AN, 8 Dec — Chi-
nese archaeol ogists have
found the relics of an an-
cient Xinggong, imperial
palace for short stays
away from the capital, for
Qin kings more than
2,000 years ago.

The cultural heritage
administration in Shaanxi
Province announced Sun-
day this latest find in
Qianyang county.

The archaeologists
said the residence ruins

aresized as400 metersby
300 meters, with a lot of
ancient tilts and bricks
being discovered. Those
relics were dated back to
the Warring States period
(475BC - 221 BC).

The major discovery
was triggered by a peas-
ant who stumbled upon a
big earthenware near the
later found ruins in
Qianyang County. The
earthenware was ascer-
tained as part of an ancient

water collecting and dis-
tributing system built in
theimperial residence, the
archaeol ogists said.

The experts analyzed
that the residence might
belong to the state of Qin,
which subsequently con-
quered, under the leader-
ship of Yingzheng, all
other states and created
thefirst unified nation on
theland where Chinanow
stands.

“Qur job, of course, istofind comple-
mentary treatment to eradicate the infec-
tion. | think it's not impossible to do it
within afew years,” Montagnier said.

“So | hope to see in my lifetime the
eradication of, not theAlDSepidemic, but
at least theinfection,” the 76-year-old said.
“This could be achieved.”

Montagnier and Francoise Barre-
Sinoussi shared half of the 2008 prizefor
discovering the virus that has killed 25

million people since the early 1980s.

Thereisno curefor AIDSbut cocktails
of drugs can control the virus and keep
patients hedlthy.

Thereis no vaccine ether, athough re-
searchersaretrying tofind vaccinesthat ei-
ther prevent infection or would control the
virussothat patientsarelesslikely to trans-
mit it—aso-called therapeutic vaccine.

Montagnier said he hoped such athera-
peutic vaccine could be developed within
four tofiveyears, noting heand colleagues
had dready been working onthisfor adec-
ade. [German scientist Harald zur Hausen
won the other half of the 1.2-million-US-
dollar award for finding the cause of cer-
vical cancer. Thethree scientistssaid that
since the announcement in early Octo-
ber, they had found themselves con-
stantly giving interviews.—Xinhua

Britons are forbidden from disturbing
packsof eggsand from sdlling gamekilled
onaSunday, it wasrevealed Thursday by
an opposition MPwho condemned mini-
stersfor introducing ridiculous laws.

Blair, it has created 3,600 new criminal
offences, Huhne said — adding this was

of causing a nuclear explosion,” he told
members of parliament (MPs).

“The idea that anyone might cause a
nuclear explosion without killing any-

“We're just shocked that
Bank of America, after
receiving 25 hillion US
dollarsin bailout money,
not only do they refuseto
extend credit to
companies but, to add
insulttoinjury, they don't

allow these companies
to fulfil their legal
obligations to their
workers,” union spokes-
woman Leah Fried said.
The downturn in home
construction doomed the
plant, which has man-
ufactured windows and
doors for more than 30
years.

MANCHESTER, 8 Dec— Thevirusbehind cold sores
isamajor cause of theinsoluble protein plaguesfound
in the brains of Alzheimer's disease sufferers, Univer-
sity of Manchester researchers have reveal ed.

They believe the herpes simplex virusisasignifi-
cant factor in developing the debilitating disease and
could be treated by antiviral agents such as acyclovir,
which is already used to treat cold sores and other
diseases caused by the herpes virus. Another future
possibility is vaccination against the virus to prevent
the development of the disease in the first place.

Climate change wiped out
cave bears 13 millennia
earlier than thought

Warsaw, 8 Dec—Enormous cave bears, Ursus
spelaeus, that onceinhabited alarge swathe of Europe,
from Spain to the Urals, died out 27,800 years ago,
around 13 millennia earlier than was previously be-
lieved, scientists have reported.

The new date coincides with a period of signifi-
cant climate change, known asthe Last Glacial Maxi-
mum, when amarked cooling in temperature resulted
inthereduction or loss of vegetation forming themain
component of the cave bears diet.
