California budget gap
increases by 3.6 billion dollars

LosANGELES, 11 Dec—Californian Governor Arnold
Schwarzenegger said Wednesday that the state’s budget
deficit has grown by 3.6 billion US dollars.

The governor warned that the most populous state
in the nation is headed toward a “financial Armaged-
don” and will be out of cash by February if legislators
continue their standoff over the budget deficit.

Schwarzenegger said the state’sfinancial crisis has
worsened substantially in recent weeks, with the pro-
jected budget deficit growing by another 3.6 billion
dollars to reach 14.8 billion dollars in the current fis-
cal year ending in June, up from an earlier estimate of
11.2 billion dollars.

The news from the governor, delivered in a hastily
arranged press conference in the state capital
Sacramento comes as lawmakers have yet to address
the problem in emergency sessions of the state legis-
lature.

The governor said the state may be forced to cut off
5 billion dollars of construction funding for roads,
schools and other infrastructure projects this month if
no budget is adopted.

Over the next 18 months, the gap between tax rev-
enue and spending will exceed 30 billion dollars un-
less action istaken to cut programmes and rai se taxes,
the governor said.—Internet

BrasiLiA, 11 Dec— An air force report Wednesday
blamed Brazilian air traffic controllers and two US
pilotsfor amidair collision over theAmazon that killed
154 people, but found no evidence the Americansin-
tentionally turned off a transponder that warns of ap-
proaching aircraft.

An Embraer Legacy 600 flown by Joseph Lepore
of Bay Shore, New York, and Jan Paladino of
Westhampton Beach, New York, collided with a Bra-
zilian Boeing 737 operated by Gol airlines on 29 Sept,
2006. The Boeing plunged into the jungle and disinte-
grated onimpact, killing all aboard. The smaller plane,
owned by Excel Aire Service Inc of Ronkonkoma, New
York, was damaged but landed safely.

The 277-page Brazilian air forcereport said Lepore
and Pal adino did not have sufficient knowledge of the
aircraft’savionics, resulting in theinadvertent switch-
ing off of the plane's transponder and the collision-
avoidance system.

“There is no indication that allows us to conclude
that the transponder wasintentionally turned off,” the
report said. The Brazilian flight controllers failed to
notice that the transponder was on standby and did
not warn the American pilots that they were flying at
the wrong altitude and on a collision course with the
Boeing, the report said.—Internet

Two dead, threeinjured in southwest
China earthquake

CHeNncDU, 11 Dec—
Two people were con-
firmed dead and three oth-
ers were injured in a 5.0-
magnitude earthquake that
shook southwest China's
Sichuan Province early on
Wednesday, thelocal gov-
ernment said on Thursday.

The quake, an after-
shock following the 8.0-
magnitude earthquake of

12 May, toppled the roof
of acoal mine in Guang-
yuan City, killing two
miners, said Jia Quande,
an official with the city’s
emergency management
office.

“Seven miners were
working in the pit of the
Tongmukeng Coal Mine
inthe Chaotian District of
Guangyuan and five es-

caped without injury,” Jia
said in a telephone inter-
View.

Ozone is the third
strongest greenhouse gas,
directly contributing to
global warming, andisthe
air pollutant consideredto
be the most damaging to
plants.
